100/14 Finance & Projects
(a) Audit 2013/14 – the Clerk advised that the year end accounts had been submitted to the external auditor. Currently awaiting a response.

101/14 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report - PCSO Hurst advised that 14 crimes were reported in May. 


102/14 Neighbourhood Plan
James Wilson attended and updated the members on the progress of the Neighbourhood Plan.  It was resolved that the changes made to the plan following the Regulation 14 consultation be approved, along with the supporting documentation.  It was also resolved to delegate powers to the Chair and Clerk to approve any further minor changes.  It was also resolved to approve costs to print copies of the amended Plan, as required.  The Plan will be submitted to the Borough Council of Wellingborough on 23 June and they will begin the Regulation 16 consultation on 30 June, with a closing date of 11 August.  Cllr Gough thanked James Wilson for his continuing hard work and also thanked the Clerk for work carried out on a supporting traffic/parking survey.  BCW have confirmed that they now have in excess of 5 years land supply for housing.  The Planning Inspectorate has advised that they do not wish to call in the Redrow appeal, as requested, but it could still be called in by Nick Boles MP.

103/14 Sports & Leisure Development
(a) Update – it was agreed to hold an extraordinary meeting on Wednesday 18 June to discuss and agree the next steps for the project.
(b) Existing and future governance of Earls Barton Sports Club – it was agreed to forward a copy of a letter from Hewitsons to EBSA to Bob Entwistle for consideration.  Further discussions will be held at the meeting on 18 June.
(c) Licence Renewal of Pioneer Sports Field – following discussion, it was resolved that the new lease for Pioneer Sports Field be signed, as long as all assurances given by the agents are met.

104/14 Earls Barton Cemetery
(a) Cemetery Fees – it was resolved to adopt the new Cemetery Fees from 1 July 2014
(b) Request for Waive of Fees – it was agreed that the Clerk/Registrar look further into a request for fees to be waived when replacing a tablet/vase that had gone missing and report back to next month’s meeting.

105/14 Community Payback – update
It was advised that the suggestion put forward by EBPC were not able to be actioned.  The Clerk will ask Community Payback Team for a list of the type of work they carry out.

106/14 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Rights of Way – concerns from a local resident regarding rights of ways around Earls Barton were discussed.  It was agreed to refer these concerns to NCC Rights of Way Officer or the local police, where necessary.
(b) Maintenance of Village Highways & Cemetery – Nick Freeman attended the meeting to address concerns raised regarding the quality of the current work.   Following discussion, it was agreed that the Cemetery be made a priority, due to the sensitive nature of the area.  It was resolved that the contractor take steps to bring the Cemetery up to a good standard as soon as possible.  Work carried out will be monitored and further discussion will take place at the next Parish Council meeting.
(c) Bin Collections in Earls Barton – update – a site meeting is to be held with Norse on 4 July.
(d) Request for Refubishment of Benches on The Square – it was agreed the Clerk obtain quotes for approval at the next meeting.  The bench on Doddington Road to be removed.

(a) Cllr Paul Bell, County Councillor – report – Cllr Bell attended and advised that he is dealing with a request for parking bays on Station Rd, and this may be possible through Section 106 funding from Redrow.
