Environment and Highways Matters
Member commented on the dumping of rubbish at Big Waters
· Members were advised of concerns of Hazlerigg Parish Council that a business may be operating from the allotments off Elliott walk. 
· The police had been notified of a motor cycle being ridden on the Welfare ground.
· The underpass was in a deplorable state. It was agreed that North Tyneside Council be asked to bring it up to a better standard and involve the local schools so children may take “ownership” of the area and help maintain it.
· Little had been done with the planters this year. It was suggested that the Community association be resurrected with a view to there being more people willing to help with the planters and other community issues.
· The alleyway opposite the park was full of leaves.
· Members thanked YHN for the organized litter pick recently undertaken in the village.
· The soffits referred to in a previous meeting had now been fixed but the Satellite disk cable required fixing back to the wall.
