A) Police Report – It was reported that there had been an increase in the crime in the area especially ASB. The council reported that there was a massive issue in the village with Youths on Motor Bikes. PCSO reported that they had to get a specialist team in to pursue this which she would enquire about getting them to attend the village. It was reported that there was an issue with copper piping being stolen, poaching and dog fighting. The Pcso took details and will look into it. The Council asked if it would be feasible to get ASBO cameras put in the village as crime was on the increase. It was reported that there were continually problems on Harrison drive especially drug dealing in the early evening. The Council asked if it would be possible to get a police surgery on a Tuesday evening 5-7pm. Pcso J stated she would organise this and send some dates over. She stated that the ASBO team could attend too. The speeding on Doncaster Rd was also reported and asked if mobile speed cameras could pay the village a visit.

2205027 Village Matters – 
a. Football field -  ongoing -  it was reported that there had still been no response from BDC regarding the asset transfer of land to the Parish Council. – A Lilley to make enquiries.
b. Jubilee – It was reported that there was to be two events organised in the village – afternoon tea for pensioners on 3rd June and a children’s party on 5th June, the Parish Council had already agreed to help fund the events. Cllr D Hamilton proposed that a donation of £500 be agreed and all councillors were in favour.
c. Scarecrows – Cllr D Hamilton asked if Langold could be encouraged to join in in the scarecrow competition that Carlton in Lindrick took part in last year. A Lilley to contact Carlton Parish Council to ask when they intend on holding the event this year.
