	Application No – 251816
Address – Land at Combe, southwest of Turnpike Cottage near Presteigne
Proposal – Proposed erection of a rural workers dwelling.
This application was discussed, and the councillors had no objection in principle of a proposed erection of a rural worker dwelling, however not in the suggested location. The dwelling would be disjointed from the rest of the buildings; it would be better placed where the caravan is now sited. The dwelling should have an agricultural tie, and the caravan should be removed. Can the new dwelling use the same sewage system that the caravan is currently using?
