17/968 Grant requests
        To consider a grant application from Newport Cottage Care Centre
RESOLVED – that the Committee agreed to award a grant of £150 to Newport Cottage 
Care Centre towards a lifting chair to aid people after a fall.

17/969 Request for provision of a Defibrillator
        The Committee discussed purchasing a defibrillator for the community following a  
        defibrillator demonstration at the September Full Council Meeting by Simon Heys from 
        Heys First Aid.  Holy Trinity Church and the parade of shops on Trench Road were
        discussed as possible locations for a defibrillator.
        RESOLVED – that the Committee agreed to purchase a defibrillator to be sited at Holy 
        Trinity Church, Wrockwardine Wood (once agreed by the Diocese) using funding from the 
        Contingency/miscellaneous budget.
        The Committee recommended that a second defibrillator is purchased for the shops on 
        Trench Road funded from the 2018/19 budget.
