
Minutes of Cheselbourne Parish Council AGM 
at Cheselbourne Village Hall on 6th July 2015

Minutes of previous meeting: Approved and signed

Matters arising: Potholes have been filled with sprayed in grit so not reported.

Allocation of Parish Council roles: All nominees for the roles were proposed, seconded and agreed as follows: Vice chairman - Cllr Timlin, Planning - Cllr Bere, Highways and Byways - Cllr Warren, Playground and footpaths – Cllr Roberts, Flood Warden – Cllr Hotblack, Social welfare – Cllr Timlin

Outgoing Chairman’s report:  The report was read by Cllr Greenwood in the absence of Cllr Widdowson (the outgoing chairman) and will be posted on the website by the clerk.  

Reports from district or county councillors: N/A

Planning: Application No WD/D/15/000712 Rosehill Farm, Access to Rosehill Dairy, Cheselbourne. Create agricultural access road (25m) – Approval granted.
Application No WD/D/15/001129 Erect agricultural building. Highdon house, Access to Nettlecombe Farm, Cheselbourne, DT2 7RG – Approval not required.
Application No WD/D/15/001235 Erect agricultural building for storage of slurry, Land south of Drakes Lane, Cheselbourne – Approval not required.

Finance: The clerk read a letter from the former treasurer of Dewlish Youth Club which has disbanded and divided the money remaining in its bank account between the three villages it served and therefore CPC has received a cheque for £355.30. The parish council expressed its thanks and the clerk to write a letter of thanks to Mrs Grace. Cheques to be paid out to: DAPTC (£90.27) for annual subscription and LRC magazine, Magna Housing (£1.25) for rent of playing field, DAPTC (£30) for Essential Finance course attended by the clerk and to the Clerk (£200). The clerk reported that she had attended a finance course and would be transferring the accounts to a spreadsheet system shortly.

Highways and Rights of Way:  Nothing to report.

Open Session: The parish council was asked if there was any news on the Rivers Arms. Cllr Greenwood reported that since the appeal had been sent to the planning inspector an estate agents sign had been put up advertising the pub as for sale/to let but it still has no facilities on site. She was also asked what happens next if the appeal is won and reported that the owners would have to wait another two years before re-applying and that their plans would have to be significantly different. She also explained the benefit of a parish plan to identify areas within the village boundary that were suitable for development as this would enable the protection of other areas. It would be hard work but worthwhile for the village and grants are available to help.

AOB: 
Playground: J. Cooper and other volunteers have been in charge of the monitoring of the playground equipment, Cllr Roberts to contact for information as she is leaving the village. Currently there are only swings and a concrete tunnel at the playground after the removal of the boat last year. Children have asked for a skate park in the past but this is prohibitively expensive. The clerk is to forward any playground brochures received by CPC to Cllr Roberts so he can look into adding new equipment to make the playground more appealing to all ages. 
Finger Posts: Cllr Greenwood asked Cllr Warren to retrieve the missing fingerposts if possible so that repairs can begin. Cllr Warren has previously offered to do the work and Cllr Greenwood to find out how this can be achieved in light of his election to CPC.
Courses: The clerk reported dates and locations of the next available New Councillors courses and asked councilors to contact her to book places.
Superfast Broadband: The clerk reported that she had spoken to Wessex Internet and they are about to start sending out information to the residents of Cheselbourne in the near future as they have enough people registered and with the voucher scheme in place.
Website: The clerk collected contact information from the councilors for the new website and asked the councilors to look at the website and give her feedback on it. www.cheselbourne-pc.org.uk
