The Parish Council (PC) met on 27
th
 June and 25

th
 July.  Ivor Jones, who 

resigned in June, was thanked for his efforts.  The three vacancies have now 
been filled by co-option, so the PC is at last at its full complement of 10, and 
would like to welcome on board Liz Clark (from Hazon), Karen Howard-Row 
(from NotM) and Andy Ferguson (from Swarland).   
 

Local Transport Plan (LTP) Priorities for 2019 / 20   
Each year Northumberland County Council (NCC) requests Town and Parish 
Councils to submit their three priorities for highway improvements, for 
possible inclusion in the LTP.  In 2018 / 19 this parish was advised that two 
of its three priorities would be included:   
i. Package of road safety measures around Swarland 1

st
 School.   

ii. Extension of the existing footpath which runs along The Avenue, to The 
Square, Swarland.   
The third priority, asking for the introduction of a 30mph speed limit in Old 
Swarland, was rejected because the „scheme doesn‟t score well against LTP 
criteria and 30mph not appropriate due to lack of development.‟  
Nevertheless, our parish has done well from NCC Highways this year.  NotM 
now has new speed limits, road resurfacing has been done in Coast View 
and Kenmore Road, and Leamington Lane is soon to be repaired and 
surface-dressed.

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Swarland Primary School Code Club   
 

The Code Club attached to the Swarland Primary School has now completed 

its first year.  We have had virtually the same group of children throughout 

the year and they have progressed from novices to quite competent coders 

as well as being able to create and control basic electronic circuitry using the 

Python coding language.  I am really proud of them all.   
 

This term we have been using the Raspberry Pi micro computers and a 

variety of sensors to create little experiments; after half-term we 

concentrated on making robot vehicle kits which could be controlled by a 

wireless joystick controller or be free running using a proximity sensor to 

sense obstacles and make the robot back away and turn through 90 

degrees.  However, this latter robot didn't perform as well as hoped, because 

the tyres didn't get a good grip on the carpet and slipped on a smooth 

surface.  We will have to think of something better for the next course.  The 

Code Club will start again in September with a new group of children; we are 

limited to 10 children aged 8+ years.   
 

I want to create a weather station at the school controlled by a Raspberry Pi, 

which will collect readings continuously and download them to the Pi network 

server.  The data would be available for analysis by any of the classes and 

could be incorporated into science, maths and environmental lessons.  I 

would hope that the children from classes 5 and 6 would be able to assist 

with the building, siting and coding of the station and be responsible for 

checking that the data is being collected correctly.  There is no reason why 

such a project would not remain collecting data for years to come.  However, 

I have to source funding of £400+ to be able to make this work, so if anyone 

knows of a likely benefactor(s), could they please get in touch with the 

School or me.   
 

I have been very fortunate to have had the assistance of Phil Raine this 

year, but unfortunately, Phil will not be able to help next year due to other 

commitments.  Thank you Phil for your help and support this year, we very 

much appreciated it.  Of course this means that I now, more than ever, need 

someone else to come forward to offer assistance to the Code Club on 

Tuesdays for an hour after school.  You really need minimal knowledge 

initially, just be willing to have a go at the project before the class each week.

Trees and the risk to human safety   
 

On the basis that there are so many protected (TPO’d) trees in the 
Parish, particularly in Swarland, and in the light of concerns shown by 
a number of residents about damage caused to trees in the gale on 
14th June, the Parish Council wants to provide as much information 
as possible about tree management.  We’ve therefore asked the 
County Tree Officer to visit the Parish in the near future to offer 
advice, and we’ve also asked Nigel Chopping, a local arboricultural 
consultant, to offer advice for your information.  He writes:  
 

Trees provide benefits on a local, regional and global scale.  They 
sequester carbon, provide valuable ecological habitats, enhance 
amenity and have a positive effect on our mental health.  On a 
suburban level, tree crowns reduce wind speeds which, in turn, help 
reduce heat loss in buildings, as well as intercepting rainfall and 
alleviating local flooding.  Studies have also shown that urban 
environments with trees retain higher comparative property values 
than those with fewer trees.  It can therefore be stated with certainty 
that trees provide a wide variety of benefits.   
 

Trees are dynamic living structures that continually change.  Like us, 
they grow old, become ill, vigour declines and they die.  Some tree 
species are also genetically predisposed to inherent weaknesses.  As 
a result, they can shed limbs and fail.  If we are to continue to 
harness the benefits of trees, a balanced approach must be taken to 
tree management regarding risk of failure.  Understanding the risks 
and taking proportionate action is key.  Knowing what to look out for, 
and when to act, is invaluable.   
 

The National Tree Safety Group (NTSG – www.ntsgroup.org.uk) 
provides some interesting statistics in this respect.  The chance of a 
member of public being killed by a falling tree (or part of a tree) is 
about a 1 in 10 million in any given year.  The number of non-fatal 
injuries that are attributed to a person being struck by trees is about 
55 per year.  To provide comparison, the annual risk of death from a 
road accident is 1 in 16,800 and A&E statistics reveal that on average 
2,200 people a year are subject to injury involving wheelie bins (yes, 
wheelie bins!).   
 

Whilst the risk is described by NTSG as “exceedingly small”, and 
noted by the Health and Safety Executive as generally being “broadly 
acceptable”, the effects of tree failure can be severe.  It is, therefore, 
wholly understandable that tree failure is unlikely to be perceived 
locally as an insignificant event.  The adverse weather conditions and 
tree failures we witnessed in June certainly brought these very issues  
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than those with fewer trees.  It can therefore be stated with certainty 
that trees provide a wide variety of benefits.   
 

Trees are dynamic living structures that continually change.  Like us, 
they grow old, become ill, vigour declines and they die.  Some tree 
species are also genetically predisposed to inherent weaknesses.  As 
a result, they can shed limbs and fail.  If we are to continue to 
harness the benefits of trees, a balanced approach must be taken to 
tree management regarding risk of failure.  Understanding the risks 
and taking proportionate action is key.  Knowing what to look out for, 
and when to act, is invaluable.   
 

The National Tree Safety Group (NTSG – www.ntsgroup.org.uk) 
provides some interesting statistics in this respect.  The chance of a 
member of public being killed by a falling tree (or part of a tree) is 
about a 1 in 10 million in any given year.  The number of non-fatal 
injuries that are attributed to a person being struck by trees is about 
55 per year.  To provide comparison, the annual risk of death from a 
road accident is 1 in 16,800 and A&E statistics reveal that on average 
2,200 people a year are subject to injury involving wheelie bins (yes, 
wheelie bins!).   
 

Whilst the risk is described by NTSG as “exceedingly small”, and 
noted by the Health and Safety Executive as generally being “broadly 
acceptable”, the effects of tree failure can be severe.  It is, therefore, 
wholly understandable that tree failure is unlikely to be perceived 
locally as an insignificant event.  The adverse weather conditions and 
tree failures we witnessed in June certainly brought these very issues  



 
to mind and surely left many wondering what they should do.   
 

A prudent approach by a domestic homeowner is to, once a year, 
check their trees.  Signs to look out for:   

 A large branch or whole tree that is dead   

 Shedding branches   

 Bark falling away from the tree stem or main branches   

 Mushroom or fungal structures growing on and around the 
tree   

 Decay cavities, cracks in the stem, forks, or branches   

 Movement in the ground around the tree   
 

So, in summary, the risk posed by trees to our safety is low, but it is 
important to act where a tree displays signs of a potential problem.   
 

If you have identified a concern, it is advisable to contact a tree 
surgeon or arboricultural consultant.  A tree surgeon will help you to 
determine what works may be required (if any), provide some basic 
advice and quote for any potential work.  However, where issues 
relate to tree health, safety, statutory protection, buildings or planning 
law, it may be more appropriate to gain a specialist opinion from an 
arboricultural consultant.   
 

One way of finding a reputable contactor or consultant is by word of 
mouth and it is always advisable to contact more than one.  Many 
local authorities hold lists of reputable companies and provide 
guidance, as do industry bodies (e.g. Arboricultural Association or the 
International Society of Arboriculture).  Whichever route is chosen, 
look for evidence of qualifications and ask for insurance details.  Any 
reputable company would be pleased to provide this information.   
 

Finally, always check with the Local Planning Authority, 
Northumberland County Council, to ascertain whether a tree is 
protected.  It is an offence to cut down, uproot, prune, damage or 
destroy protected trees.  If a protected tree does require work, you 
will need to submit a planning application to NCC.  When determining 
applications for consent, NCC may refuse consent, grant consent 
unconditionally, or grant consent subject to conditions.  Such a 
condition may be a requirement for replacement tree planting with a 
tree of appropriate species to be undertaken within a fixed period.  It 
is essential that advice is sought from a tree surgeon or consultant 
before taking any action on a protected tree.
