1. Apologies – Cllr. S.Saddington
2. Declaration of Interests
None given.
3. To approve co-option of new Councillor.
Ian Terry was elected unanimously to the vacant position. He duly signed the Acceptance of Office Form and took part in the rest of the meeting.
4. Appointment of other representatives
01	Emergency Committee -   Appointment of Emergency Committee Chairman. 
 It was agreed that it was important that there was some record of where vulnerable residents were but that the Emergency Committee was not necessarily a parish council matter.  Cllr. Holtam agreed to approach a resident whom she believed might be prepared to take the role of Chairman on.
5. Minutes of the meeting held 17th July 2017
Minutes of the meeting held 17h July 2017 were approved and signed.
6. Matters arising
No matters arising.
7. Reports from District & County Councillors
Cllr Saddington was not present.
Cllr Blaney reported that the District Council will start operating officially from its new offices, Castle House, on 25th September, after 40 years at Kelham Hall. In addition to the district council there are other services available in the same building such as the police and Job Centre. He also reported that, with regard to the issues with level crossings on the Nottingham-Lincoln line, there is now a railway engineer, with technical ability, based in a van at Newark who can deal with problems as they arise both in Newark and at other crossings, including Rolleston, Staythorpe, Fiskerton and Morton.  Cllr Blaney also reported that he had had a meeting two weeks ago with the County Council and VIA at which changes to the Fiskerton level crossing were agreed. These include alterations to the kerb, the installation of three bollards, with reflectors, to protect pedestrians. The Give Way road marking on the Fiskerton side will be moved back and the hatching will be extended. It is not known by what date these works will be completed. Cllr  Blaney was thanked by the chairman.
8. Questions from members of the Public.
Nothing to report as no members present.
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9. Update on Neighbourhood Plan Public including grant application noting reduction of amount requested.
Cllr Lancaster reported that 10 residents attended the initial steering group meeting, with three apologies.  James Green, from Open Plan, gave a  presentation which was well received and helpful for those who had not attended the original meeting . James has agreed to produce a briefing note for the next meeting, which will also look at the terms of reference and a community engagement plan.  It was agreed that Cllr Staite would clarify what support Open Plan can provide and would produce a timetable for action over the next 18 months including skills required.
10. Internal Auditors
It was unanimously agreed to approve the appointment of Barry Woodcock as internal auditor.
11. Planning Applications
01 & 02 In line with tables on Appendix ‘A’.
12. Acknowledge receipt of Audited annual return and consider external auditor Grant Thornton’s comments.  The Auditors comments were read and noted.
13. Payments for approval
Resolved to approve payments in line with Appendix ‘B’ £1,617.09.
14. Reviewing Council policies:
The review of following policies was work in progress and Councillors to view & report back to Clerk any amendments. It was agreed to postpone this item until the next meeting
15. To consider defibrillator for Fiskerton
It was noted that the defibrillator in Morton was not provided by the parish council although the parish council has agreed to upkeep it. It was also noted that the telephone box in Fiskerton has already been removed and finding a suitably accessible site in Fiskerton might be a problem. It was agreed that the clerk would look into the cost and possible funding and report back.
16. To consider NSDC Dog Control Orders re Fiskerton
It was noted that the issue of dog mess on the village green was improved but had deteriorated around the village.  It was agreed to leave the sign as they were. NOTE: Clerk needs to confirm to N&SDC that the signs should remain as they are.
17. To consider repair and maintenance around the parish including side of village green hedge
Noted that this has been done
18. Update on footpaths 
Cllr Lancaster provided an update on the footpaths and agreed to report to the CC that a tree branch is blocking Trent Lane and that FP11 needs cutting back. It was noted that the next footpaths survey should be completed by the end of October.
19. Feedback on litter picking
Cllr Lancaster reported that 15 people had joined in the litter pick. It was agreed that future litter picks would be done in April and October.  It was agreed to formally adopt the risk assessment used for recent litter pick.
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20. To discuss issues in relation to village green
01 Update on electricity – delayed until October
02 Picnic benches – Cllr Holtam confirmed that she has requested a new quote
21. Play area issues
01 - Play inspections reports  - It was agreed that Cllr Holloway would look at the work needed and report to the chairman who will ask Andrew Milner to undertake any necessary work.
22. NALC survey on broadband
Agreed that  the chairman would ask the views of F4RN before responding.
23. Update re grant application from the Transparency Fund
It was reported that our application for a grant of £290.13 had been successful and the monies received.
24. Agenda Item for the next meeting.
Cllr Holtam reported that it had been brought to her notice that the village hall is not been left in a good state by some users.

She also reported that OVO  do not appear to have taken on board changes to the meter reading, as hoped.

It was agreed that an update on the Neighbourhood Plan should be a standing item on future agendas.
