FINANCIAL STATEMENT


21/2016: Place Plan:

Notice has been received from Shropshire Council that they are reviewing procedures for the Place Plan system. Matthew Mead has forwarded an example from Whitchurch. It is hoped the new format will be rolled out by the end of the year and councils can fill in and review online. The Plans should last for a 2-3 year term.
22/2016: Planning:
Councillor Heath formally thanked the Council and Action group for their work in securing a successful result from the appeal against the Shropshire Homes application.
The Planning Permission to repair woodwork on Coopers Cottage (listed building) has been granted.The Poultry Units at Upton Magna:   planning permission is unlikely to have gone in (not on website) An extraordinary meeting of the council to discuss the application would be called if necessary.

23/2016: Road Issues:

The clerk has been chasing the problems in Caernarvon lane Shropshire Highways state it is not in this years programme.

Cllr Stone reported there had been two occasions in the last month when vehicles had crashed through a hedge on the corner by The Parks farm. It was resolved to report the situation and request bend signs or similar.

HGV’s through the village Cllr Heath suggested the updated signage had led to a reduction of the number of HGVs through the village. There was general agreement this was the case.
The road surface in Woodlands Close has been patched.

Pelham Lane, from Hunkington/Sandy Lane through to Parks Farm, is scheduled to receive a new top dressing.
24/2016:Website Update:

Cllr Timmis advised residents who were have too many planning application alertsto go to the website planning portal and adjust the distance setting. He will seek further clarification from Hugo Fox and put this on the website.

Concerns were raised about a back -up system for the website if Cllr.  Timmis was absent. Jon Scutt has agreed to provide this backup and will meet with Cllr.Timmis for training.

Cllr. Timmis stated there was usually a 24 hour delay between information being fed into the website and it appearing. Further information to go on the website was requested by Cllr. Timmis. One suggestion was information from the Community News.
25/2016: Parish Newsletter:

This was seen as part of an issue with concerns about communication with all the residents. This arose through residents not being aware of the outcome of the planning application. Action was agreed to form a Communication Plan before the next council meeting and a flyer to inform residents.

26/2016: Transparency Code:

The hardware grant for a laptop and scanner has arrived. It was resolved to await the appointment of a new clerk before purchase.
27/2016: Local Joint Committee:

Matthew Mead from Shropshire Council had advised the committee was due to meet again in September. Date TBA but likely to include an update on the Hospital Plans and Finance The Youth Club grant has now been returned.
28/2016: Report from Village Green Committee:

An estimate, of £8,000-£12,000, for finishing the footpath around the village green with a tarmac surface, has been received and a grant application submitted to Tesco. 
A contingency plan, in the event that the grant application is unsuccessful, of spreading the dust will be considered by tjhe Village Green Committee, plus other sources of funding will be sought.

The weeds on the village green footpath will be treated with Roundup.

A new Christmas tree will be purchased in the Autumn.

29/2016:Neighbourhood Watch:

The main concerns were two collisions in the Upton Magna area and shed burglaries. Cllr Stone reported an attempted burglary at Villa Farm. The local police had strongly advised the use of “Smart Water” and to consider CCTV.
No one has, as yet, volunteered to be the new Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator.
