68/26 OPEN FORUM
1 member of the public was present and wished to observe only.

Cllr Wall (Chairman), Cllr Parr (Vice-Chairman), Cllr Taylor, Cllr Rudland, Cllr McIntyre and Cllr Alderson. The Clerk was in attendance. 

70/26 APOLOGIES
There were apologies from Cllr Hopton and Cllr Chris Williams (WCC). Cllr Taylor did try to submit apologies to the Clerk before the June meeting, but IONOS was not allowing her e-mails to be sent.

71/26 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None.

72/26 MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The minutes of the last meeting held on 4th June 2026 were proposed by Cllr Parr and seconded by Cllr McIntyre. The minutes were then signed by the Chairman as a true record. 

73/26 PLANNING 
PL/2026/02960 Barn at New Buildings, Chute Cadley – Extn. to stables (retrospective)
This is a retrospective planning application for an extension which has already been built. The original planning approval was given on the condition that the building was to be used for equestrian purposes only with no business activity allowed, but the owner has been running a business from the site, so planning conditions for the original stables were breached. The business has now been relocated elsewhere. The private road into the site is for residential use only. The Parish Council will however support this retrospective application so long as there is no further breach of planning permission and that the original planning conditions apply to the exiting extension for which retrospective permission is sought.

74/26 COUNTY COUNCILLOR / WILTSHIRE POLICE REPORTS
Cllr Williams sent his apologies for not attending the meeting and did not submit a report. The police did not attend the meeting, and no report was received prior to the meeting. 

75/26 PARISH REPORTS
Highways (JP) 
The 30mph sign on the LHS of Forest Lane seems to have disappeared. The Parish Steward has cut back the vegetation around the sign at the junction at the bottom of Forest Lane/Hookwood Lane. 

Footpaths/Rights of Way (AR/MA)
Cllr Taylor said that the footpath going into the wood after coming across the field from Gammons Farm track is very overgrown. Cllr Rudland said that all other footpaths are in good condition with no problems reported.

King George Playing Field (CW)
Cllr Wall advised that the playing field committee has bought a new mower. John Dawson carried out the first cut and found that the steering hose had gone. The mower was sent back to the supplier for repair and is now fixed. The football club had its first game on Saturday afternoon and parked at Chute Club. They held a BBQ on the playing field where Cllr Wall was introduced to a mechanic who can service the mower going forward.

Village Hall (CW)  
Cllr Wall advised that the loos and basins are being replaced in early July and the electrics are being sorted. 

Allotments (MT)
Cllr Taylor is thankful that Linda Shepherd kindly filled the water tank. She further advised that the trees growing in the council pit have got very large and need cutting back as they are overhanging the allotment site. WCC need to be contacted to cut the trees back. 

IT Matters (MM)
Cllr McIntyre reviewed the IT Policy with the Chairman and Clerk and it he deemed it fit for purpose, so it has now been uploaded onto the parish website for compliance. 

Cllr Taylor is experiencing problems with being able to send e-mails. Cllr Rudland can’t send to specific service providers like Gmail. Cllr McIntyre explained the reason for this and offered to change the parameters for IONOS to help resolve these issues. To properly interrogate and check out our IT security Cllr McIntyre requires access to our Cloudflare login and details of our domain holding with Hugofox. Cllr Wall will provide these. 

76/26 FINANCE 
The bank reconciliation and the corresponding bank statements were circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting. Parish Council funds are £13,176.65 of which £10,551.35 is held in the current account and £2,625.30 in the deposit account. These figures reconcile to the last bank statements. The Chairman signed the bank reconciliation as a true record.
