Minutes of the Broseley Town Council Meeting held on Tuesday 12" February 2019
commencing at 19:00 hours in the Birchmeadow Centre, Broseley TF12 5LP.

272 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

(@ Update from the Police — Council received an update from PCSO Malcolm
Goddard, part of the Safer Neighbourhood Team. There were currently two PCSOs
and a PC was in the process of being appointed. A new Sergeant had been
appointed and took up his post in January 2019. Sgt Thomas was hoping to attend a
Broseley Town Council meeting in the near future.

Current crime being experienced is mainly low level anti-social behaviour in the town
mainly late night and early hours of the morning. Members were encouraged to pass
on any information to the Police. The theft of agricultural plant was also being
experienced, but this did not specifically affect Broseley.

It was confirmed that 115 new police officers over and above the existing quota were
being recruited. Council agreed to write to the PCC regarding the urgent requirement
to recruit a new Police Constable for the Safer neighbourhood Team.

Updated Reserves Figures — Council RESOLVED to approve the update provided
regarding the Council reserves as at 315 January 2019. Reserves currently stood at
£213,147.35. Both the Neighbourhood Fund and the Christmas Lighting reserves had
reduced due to expenditure incurred.

Once updated the
application process would be used and reviewed as required.

CCTV

Following discussion, Council RESOLVED to draw up a full specification for CCTV
and obtain three quotations from suitable companies. The quotations would be
considered by Full Council once received.

HIGHWAYS

Council received the following highways update:

week.

DATA RETENTION POLICY
Following discussion, Council RESOLVED to adopt the new Data Retention Policy
which was based on the NALC recommendations.
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CEMETERY FEES

Council considered the options put forward regarding the increase in the Cemetery
fees. Following discussion, Council RESOLVED to increase the existing cemetery
fees by 25% to bring them in line with neighbouring cemeteries.

A Task & Finish
Group comprising Clirs Childs and L Garbett would carry out the review and report
back via the Staffing Committee. The review would commence in April 2019.

Members were provided with information on what other Councils did to enable live
streaming of Council meetings. It was agreed to review this proposal in the next few
months. ClIr Sig-Mohr would draw up a report with recommendations and present to
Council for consideration and decision.
