PARISH COUNCIL REPORT 

It’s been a quiet few months, as we took our annual break in August.  However, the big news from the Council since then 

has been the Limpenhoe Land Swap.  Unfortunately, the Council was not successful in its application to the Secretary of 

State for the deregistration of the village green, with a view to exchanging it for land next to the Village Hall.  Although the 

Planning Inspector acknowledged the many merits of the exchange, she did not feel that she could recommend approval to 

the government minister, and it was refused.  This now leaves the Parish Council with the original piece of land, which 

needs to be tidied up, made safe, and brought into public use.  The Parish Council will be setting up a working group to 

explore the various options available to them. 

In other news, the recent British Sugar Resident’s Meeting heard about the trial of seven day opening this year, and we will 

be monitoring this.  We are also exploring funding for improved signage to help lorries navigate to the factory, and to help 

improve speeding issues.  A short report this time, to accommodate lots of news from other local organisations.

Throughout and after each 

course, you will receive on-going support and advice from the Council’s Business 

Advisors as you decide whether running a business is right for you.  After completing 

the programme, you may have the option to take a series of further free courses as 

discussed with the Business Advisor.  A new programme begins every month and 

courses take place at the Council’s training facility in Hellesdon.  For further 

information please contact the Council’s Business Support team – Tel: 01603 430449, 

e-mail: business@broadland.gov.uk  or visit our website:

YOUR LOCAL MOBILE LIBRARY SERVICE 

Mobile libraries are free to join and are open to people of all ages.  Items can be 

chosen from the vehicle or reserved via the online catalogue for collection from a 

mobile library. They can be returned to any branch library or mobile library in 

Norfolk.  All mobile libraries are equipped with a lift for people with mobility 

problems and wheelchair users. 

Our mobile libraries offer: 

Fiction books for adults and children (book request: adults - 60p, children - free); 

Non-fiction books for adults and children (subject requests are free); Large print 

books (book request 60p); DVDs for adults and children (a small charge applies); 

Audio books on CD and tape (tapes – free, a small charge applies for CDs for 

adults, children - free); Jigsaw puzzles (free). 

The mobile library visits our area on a Tuesday every 4 weeks, calling at 

Limpenhoe Village Hall at 1.10pm; Church Road, Cantley at 2.40pm; and School 

Lane, Cantley at 3.35pm.  The Library will call on 20th December 2016, 17th 

January, 14th February, 14th March and 11th April 2017.
