The meeting was preceded by a presentation by Mr. N. Savoury, Deputy Lieutenant for Norfolk, of a Covid Memorial Plaque honouring the community efforts made in the pandemic. 
 
The meeting was then opened by the Chairman at 7.20pm

1.	To consider and accept apologies for absence
	None

2.	Signing of Acceptance of Office by Cllr. P. Brown
	The Acceptance of Office was signed by Cllr. Brown, witnessed by the Clerk
	
3.	Declarations of interest and any dispensations of disclosable pecuniary interests
	Cllrs. Gardiner, Muggleton and Waits declared an interest under Appendix B of the Code of Conduct in item 9 as members of the Parochial Church Council.  Cllr. Dye also declared an interest under Appendix B in item 7.

4.	Public questions, comments or representations
	A member of the public raised a query on whether planning permission had been granted on the application at item 7.  Discussed, but the consultation date had not ended so this was thought not to be the case.

5.	Report on Speedwatch
 	There had been less Speedwatch sessions as some had been cancelled due to bad weather and time being short due to the time spent planting bulbs for the environmental project in any dry weather. However, the Police camera team had attended again recently.  The Chairman had not received a reply from the Police & Crime Commissioner to his request for a permanent speed camera but would chase again shortly.  The Chairman thanked Cllr. Brown for joining the Speedwatch team.  

6.	Update on environmental project and approve any further costs
[bookmark: _GoBack]	There had been fourteen man hours spent planting bulbs on Coldham Corner and Moorgate. 1,000 snowdrop bulbs had been planted and existing bulbs found with green shoots appearing. It was hoped to plant next Monday at both main entrances to the village. Repayment to the Chair of £85.50 was approved for the purchase of 100 mixed crocus.  It was agreed that the remaining funds would be used to purchase mixed wildflower seeds for sowing in the Spring, plus a small amount of red and/or white tulips.

7	To discuss and make observations on planning application PF/21/3068 Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of two storey detached dwelling – Banes Cottage, Blacksmiths Lane, Hindringham
	Cllr Dye did not speak or vote on this matter	
	The application was discussed in detail, including the position of the walnut tree in relation to the application.  Comments were made that it would be preferred that part or all of the historic old cottage be retained rather than being completely demolished and a new property built. Proposed the application be approved, voted two in favour and four against.  Resolved to object, with comments being drafted by the Clerk from the discussion and circulated for approval before being submitted.  

8.	To discuss and agree use for possible s. 106 funding
	The Chairman outlined generally the purpose of s. 106 funding.  The Clerk understood that the Parish Council would not be involved in the process until the Agreement had been completed between NNDC and Broadland Housing Association.  Thereafter it may not be until towards the end of the project, although she was still awaiting a reply to an enquiry on the matter from NNDC planning department.  She understood that NNDC were shortly to employ an officer to deal specifically with s. 106 agreements.
	Projects were put forward that would benefit the village as follows: footpath along Wells Road; extension of speed limit along Walsingham Road; bus shelter; parish clock platform repair/renewal.
	
10.	Matters for Information	
	Matter for information were discussed at this point.
	1. A letter (previously circulated to parish councillors) had been received from District Cllr. John Toye as Portfolio Holder for Planning and Enforcement with an offer to meet for a site visit with the Parish Council and others to try to resolve the sewage overflow problems to the north of the village.  Agreed this was a good idea as the problems needed resolving and the Parish Council should accept.
	2.  The Broadland Housing application had been approved at the Development Committee meeting.  The Chair felt the Parish Council should have attended the meeting, although they had been advised by the District Councillor that they need not attend and the application would not be approved with the current sewerage system problems.  The Chair asked the parish councillors if they felt a complaint should be made as attendance by the Parish Council may have affected approval.  After discussion all agreed a complaint should be made and the Chair would prepare this.
	
9.	To discuss progress of new Lease of Village Hall
	Following proposals from a member of the PCC, the Village Hall Committee had met.  The Chair and Cllr. Abel had attended but were not part of the discussion by the Committee.  The proposals had not been agreed.  Cllr. Muggleton confirm that the Rector had put the most recent proposals by the Village Hall Committee to the Norwich Diocese for their approval/advice and a reply was awaited.  Cllr. Muggleton confirmed that the two parties were moving forward in agreement and any rumours to the contrary were unfounded and should be dispelled.  
	
There being no further business the meeting closed at 9.25pm.
