Matters raised by Members
· Regarding the Tree Survey, it was confirmed that any work required on trees within the Scout hut site would be the responsibility of the Scout Group.

· The Walkworth Woods pond had recently been cleared.
· A damaged wall had obstructed the footpath. The owner to be written to requesting the footpath be cleared.
· The bulbs on the Great North Road had been disturbed by early grass cutting last year. The City Council to be asked about replacements.
· The orange scooters deployed around the city were causing a hazard on the High Street by blocking the footpaths.
· Concern was expressed regarding the number of illegal motor bikes being ridden around the area.
· An overgrown willow tree in the garden of a property in Easdale Avenue was significantly blocking the footpath. Councillor Ashby undertook to see what could be done to remedy the situation.
· The gates at the Scout hut onto Hilton Green were wide open.
