Minutes of the Ordinary Council Meeting of Lilleshall Parish Council 
held at 7.00pm, Monday 1st February 2016, at Lilleshall Memorial Hall.
PRESENT:  Councillors: A Baker (Chairman), C Baker, K Cherrington, P Millard, D Shaw, B Taylor and J Taylor.

There were 9 members of the public present
1. Welcome 
Councillor A Baker welcomed all present. 
2. Apologies
None
3. Declaration of Interest
None.
4. Public Session
None
5. Previous Minutes
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor Millard.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 4th January 2016.

6. Matters arising from previous minutes
None.

7. Street Lighting Update
Amanda Roberts, Group Manager for Highways and Neighbourhood Management from Telford and Wrekin Borough Council (TWC) gave an update on the procurement process for provision of street lighting 	in Telford as the Borough Council are currently talking to contractors.  Councillors discussed the way forward with regard to upgrading Lilleshall street lighting in future.
	The following questions were raised by Councillors:
· Can you change a section of the LED unit rather than whole of the light.
· Do they have a diming function
· There is only 1 light in the Humbers, could TWC be prepared to take it back? 
· Would Ms Roberts look into the 2 weekly checks that the Borough say are carried out on street lights.
Ms Roberts reported that the new contracts will start from 1st Jan 2017 with a fixed monthly fee plus admin fee and will be for a 10 year period.  There would normally be a fee for design work, but  this won’t be chargeable.  She will get back to the Parish Council with a cost once the procurement process has been completed by TWC.  
Ms Roberts confirmed that all lights on wooden poles would be replaced on the poles

Councillor B Taylor said that we are looking at 2 separate contracts:
· Day to day management of the lights
· Cost of an upgrade 

Councillor A Baker asked if the lighting upgrade authorised by Donnington and Lilleshall Parish Council at a cost of £1014 had been paid for by the previous Parish Council who agreed for the work to be carried out.  He asked for an audit of street lights as only 14 concrete columns but been identified, but TWC records say that the Parish have 17 concrete columns.  Councillor A Baker asked who decides when the concrete columns are past their sell by date, as they are 40 years old.

Councillor Shaw reiterated the need for the Parish Council to have a plan of what lights we have and whether they are wood, concrete or steel, then the Council could look at upgrade costs as part of an ongoing maintenance programme.
8. Finance update
Deferred to next meeting.
9. Additional Cheque Signatures
Councillors agreed to a request from the Clerk for additional signatures to be added to the Parish Council bank account so that it eliminates problems during holiday periods.
Proposed by Councillor Julie Taylor, Seconded by Councillor Millard.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to all Councillors becoming signatories on the Parish Council bank account and tasked the Clerk to contact Lloyds Bank to get the necessary forms for Councillors to sign.

10. Grants
Newport and District Running Club              £100
The club are requesting a grant towards supporting the annual Lilleshall Fun Run which helps raises funds for local causes.  
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor B Taylor.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to grant £100 to Newport and District Running Club to support the annual Lilleshall Fun Run.
11. Planning Applications

TWC/2014/0532 and TWC/2014/0434 –  Land adjacent to The Croft, Lilleshall, Shropshire.

Councillors debated the planning appeal for planning application numbers TWC/2014/0532 and TWC/2014/0434.  Councillors referred to the amended plans and were surprised that the application was not required to go back to planning rather than going straight to appeal.

Various residents spoke out against the proposed development and a letter was read out by the Clerk from the residents Save Lilleshall Campaign Group who asked the Parish Council for a grant so the campaign group can pay for a specialist consultant to help fight the development at the Croft.  
The Clerk explained that if a grant was given to residents to fight this particular campaign, it would set a president for future planning application and advised that this was not advisable.
Councillors were unable to make a decision based on evidence provided and asked the Clerk to seek legal advice from SALC.  The Clerk contacted SALC who confirmed that Section 137 funding should not be used for this purpose.
The Clerk was tasked to write to the Appeals Panel on behalf of the Parish Council reiterating the previous objections that the Parish Council had raised to the application, which were submitted to TWC Planning Department.  The Clerk agreed to collate any further responses from residents to be included in the Appeal submission with the help of Councillor Shaw. 

12. Planning Update
Councillor Shaw gave an update on progress by the Lilleshall Planning Group and information on meetings attended.
13. Dog Fouling Campaign
Councillor J Taylor discussed setting up an initiative in Lilleshall to tackle dog fouling, similar to one 
that is running in Newport.  Councillor J Taylor to contact TWC to look into the possibility of a bin at the entrance to the Quarry.

14. Bulk Collection Initiative
[bookmark: _GoBack]Councillor J Taylor gave an update on the second year of a TWC initiative to remove large household items which is available to residents in Lilleshall.  Councillors agreed to distribute leaflets around the village.

15. Approval to re-locate the Silver Rose Bowl
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor C Baker.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to re-locate the silver rose bowl currently stored by Donnington & Muxton Parish Council to the safe within St. Michael’s Church, subject to Reverend Lefroy seeing the insurance document which  stipulate it is covered where ever it is stored.

16. Notice Boards
Councillor C Baker discussed providing a Parish Council notice board in the Humbers and plans to refurbish the Youth Centre notice board.
Proposed by Councillor Cherrington, Seconded by Councillor C Baker.
RESOLVED that the Committee agreed to provide a notice board in the Humbers and to refurbish the Youth Centre notice board if there is sufficient funds in the budget at the end of the financial year.

RESOLVED that the Councillors support Lilleshall Primary Schools request for Telford & Wrekin Council to provide additional signs outside the school.
