Image 1: View along Harold Avenue, with the appeal site to the right. The proposed development
would sit comfortably within the existing gap, without being overbearing upon the streetscene.

Also note that the appeal site is not within shade, which highlights that the appeal site would not be
subject to excessive shadowing from the street tree during the course of the day.
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Image 2: The appeal site represents a large gap in an otherwise built-up street frontae. The
proposed development would constitute a logical infill development.
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Image 4: Harold Avenue is characterised by a strong streetscene, that includes 2 % storey dwllings
and few gaps in the street frontage.

Image 5: The southern side of Harold Avenue has its own distinctive character, with large wide
fronted properties, but again with small gaps between the buildings.
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Image 6: View along Harold Avenue towards the appeal site (on left-hand side). The appeal site is not
clearly evident from wider views along the street. It is not until up close that there are clear views of
the site.
