Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting, 
held on Monday 7th January 2019, 7.30pm - Grinshill Village Hall.

In the absence because of work commitments of the Chairman and Vice Chairmen members agreed unanimously to elect Cllr T Wycherley to chair the meeting.

19.01. Welcome, public session and partners updates.
The Chairman welcomed all those present to the meeting. Flight Sergeant Shaughnessy updated the Parish Council on activity at the station. RAF trainees had thoroughly enjoyed the environmental project at Corbet Wood. Shawbury is relatively quiet at present with the ending of the RAFs 100 year’s celebrations. There is likely to be a short duration of noise related to static tests on some typhoon aircraft at the base. The new Station Commander is Group Captain Mullen who would like to attend a future Parish Council meeting. The Chairman thanked the Flight Sergeant for their contribution and there being no other Parishioners present moved onto the next agenda item. 
19.02. To consider co-options to the Parish Council.

Two vacancies still remain on the Parish Council. A member of the Parish had indicated an interest in becoming co-opted. Members agreed to invite the Parishioner to the next meeting.
19.03. Apologies for Absence.
Cllr Mr Adrian Burr, and Cllr. Mr. Mike Roocroft (work commitments), Cllr. Mr. Paul Jones (illness) and James Thompson (Sansaw) the apologies were accepted.
19.04. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Council.

19.05. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 12th November 2018.
Cllr A Powell proposed and Cllr S Lewis seconded. The Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors.
	
	

	
	


19.06. Matters arising from the Parish Action Plan and minutes not on the agenda.
1. Parish Action Plan: the following items were agreed:
a. Cllr T Wycherley agreed to follow up the fixing of the memorial plaque on the circular bench under the oak tree.
b. Cllr T Wycherley agreed to follow up invoice from Men-in-sheds for the notice board.
c. Cllr A Powell agreed to follow up a potential information board on Corbet Wood.
d. Members agreed to delete the bus stop/bench project from the action plan.
2. Matters Arising: 
a. An application for a three year Environment Grant to Shropshire Council has been submitted. The application if successful would enhance the High Street project spend on a 50/50 basis with total project costs at £900 per annum for three years.
b. Members placed on record their thanks to RAF trainees from Shawbury who have undertaken such a brilliant job of works at Corbet Woods and that the Parish Council formally contacts the base to pass on their thanks. Cllr S Lewis also agreed to follow up the invoice for the stone used on the project.
c. Cllr S Lewis gave an update on the broadband project around Quarry View/The Hill.
19.07. War Memorial.
Cllr S Lewis enquired about the provision within the Parish of a suitable War Memorial given the marking of the 100 years of the end of WW1 last year. Members agreed that something suitable should be designed into any future projects within the Parish notwithstanding the plaques to the fallen within the Parish Church.
19.08. Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL).
Cllr P Jones had provided an email update for the meeting concerning the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). This reflected the discussion around CIL given that Shropshire Council is reviewing their CIL process following representations from several Town and Parish Councils.
19.09. Parish Plan update: No further updates.
19.10. Website.
Cllr A Powell indicated because of the Christmas and New Year’s holidays the data information would be circulated as soon as possible to the Parish Council. Some minor restructuring and re-ordering of the web site had also taken place.
19.11. Grinshill Village Hall: No further updates.
19.12. Highways.
Cllr T Wycherley updated the Parish Council on recent dialogue held with Cllr Steven Davenport the Portfolio Holder for Highways & Transport at Shropshire Council. The email response would be circulated amongst the Parish Council for information. Shropshire Council had also indicated that any large stones could not be placed upon the verges on the approaches into the High Street.
