Minutes of the meeting of High & Low Worsall Parish Council held in Worsall Village Hall at 7.30pm on Wednesday 18th January 2017.

Minutes   Cllr Rubin proposed and Cllr Bainbridge seconded the motion that the minutes of the previous meeting were a true record they were then signed as read.

Matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting
Standing Orders   Cllr Saunders gave a brief report on the content of the proposed standing orders. The Cllrs had received a copy to read prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed to accept the standing orders, they were duly signed by the Chair.

Cllr Evans proposed and Cllr Rubin seconded the motion that a risk assessment be on February meeting agenda, it was agreed to do this.

Direct Magazine  Circulated.

Planning Matters

Three Developments Ltd.  Land south of Manor Close and east of Village Road.  Construction of 5 detached dwellings with garages and associated works.

Cllr Bainbridge declared a personal and prejudicial interest as owner of the land and left the meeting.  Cllr Rubin reported on the village feedback exercise she had undertaken with Cllr Saunders last year, circulated to Cllrs, not discussed. The Chair circulated a copy of the comments received on the proposal from the website.  

DC Watson told the meeting the application would now be decided by the Planning Committee.  The Chair asked for comments from the public present.  Several concerns were raised; 106 payments, slow broadband, increased traffic on Village Road, sewage, proposed play area ownership and maintenance, speed limits and whether the village needed new houses.  The Developer tried to address some concerns, the play area will no longer be adjacent to the suds basin, that is to be replaced by a facility to store floodwater underground and the play area will be owned by a management company.  Cllr Evans voiced his concerns about drainage and sewage treatment.  Cllr Robinson reported that through his contact with Superfast Broadband North Yorkshire it is intended fibre should be available in the village summer ’17.  The PC should put forward proposals that 106 payments be used to enhance infrastructure within the village. It was agreed there must be a planning gain for the village, possibly improving the footpath to the county boundary.  Cllrs Rubin and Saunders were concerned there were inaccuracies that needed addressing in the Planning Statement including the Sustainability score for Low Worsall.  In conclusion the Cllrs all agreed that they could not reach a decision until all concerns and inaccuracies were addressed by the Developers.  It was agreed that the PC would seek an extension until their March meeting for a decision on the proposal.  DC Watson is to liaise with the Planning Dept.  Copies of the PC’s concerns will be forwarded to Three Developments Ltd, Mr Ayrton, HDC Planners and DC Watson.
