Comments received was that the site is being over developed; there has been no site notice published at the site or in the press. The application has changed from the original permitted application, the houses are taller than the original application, and the houses are not in keeping with the surrounding area. A fence has been installed around the back of the existing houses which cut off access to the private walkway.

6 Outstanding actions agreed at previous meetings

6.1 3PL/2022/0402/F 129 to ratify the following additional comments added after the last planning meeting
The Breckland Local Plan Policy ENV08 requires that in the case of traditional buildings which contribute positively to the character of Breckland, applications for replacement will be expected to be accompanied by a design and access statement which includes a structural survey that demonstrates that the demolition is necessary and that there is no alternative and viable solution of renovation to provide an acceptable standard of accommodation.”  
The Design and Access statement makes only a single line Heritage Statement and describes Chalfont House as 'Due for demolition'. The Condition Report contains a series of photographs but no actual structural survey. Neither of these documents provide evidence that alternatives have been considered and that demolition is necessary

7.1 3PL2022/0860/F Proposed Street Furniture/Art instillation on public Highways at Land Adjacent to Pit Lane, Land Adjacent to junction of Pit Lane with London Street, Ms Veronica Hutchby – APPROVED

8.1 3PL/2022/1186/A Proposed 4no. Fascia’s non-illuminated/non-reflective signage for central island of roundabout. Norwich Road/BP Garage Roundabout. Marketing Force Limited. 
This application has been WITHDRAWN

8.2 3PL/2022/0655/VAR Variations of condition No 3 on 3PL/2018/0759/O – To re-design the development with the previously approved documents to be replaces with new plans and discharge of conditions 3, 8, 9, 13 & 14. Spinner Lane Garage, Spinners Lane, Mr T Moore – OBJECTION – This condition is fundamental to ensuring the satisfactory development of the site. Not only do the proposed changes fail to comply with the Neighbour Hood Plan HBE2, but they also exceed the two-story specified limit and substantially alter the amenity and parking design of the approved scheme, therefore should be considered under a should be considered under a new completely new planning application. We believe a site visit by Breckland Planning department is necessary. 

8.3 3PL/2022/0384/VAR Variation of Condition 2 on 3PL/2021/1431/D – To amend the previously submitted drawing numbers in order to reflect the change on the proposed plans and discharge of condition 6. Spiner Lane Garage, Spinners Lane. PLS London Limited – OBJECTION – This condition was required to ensure satisfactory development of the site. The proposal to exceed the limit of two-stories and other substantive changes should be considered a new Planning Application. We object to the discharge of condition 6, as far as we are aware, no photographic survey of the historic building has been provided.

8.4 3PL/2022/1224/F Erection of 2 no. bungalows, Limetree Lodge, Spinner Lane, Mr Grief. NO OBJECTIONS

8.5 3PL/2022/1279/A Proposed 1no. static non-illuminate advertisement, A1065 Castle Road, Prior to Waitrose, Marketing Force Limited – OBJECTION – Does not comply with Neighbour Hood Plan HBE5

8.6 3PL/2022/1165/O Permission for up to a total of 44no. Dwellings (including up to 5 Self-Build Plots) with all matters reserved except Access, Land to the West of South Pickenham Road PE37 8DA, V Lewis c/o agent – After a discussion it was agreed that the Chairman would go back to parker Planning /Jason Parker with the following comments; TC would maintain an objection to developing the site because it was outside the settlement boundary and the NP plan supported growth to the east and west. TC would also maintain an objection because of the increased traffic problems at the London St junction. It was also noted that there was no pedestrian connection to Watton Rd. TC would be willing to discuss further any proposals put forward to mitigate the traffic issues.
