Quarterly Report for Playing Field

Health Trust Contribution
Cllr Seymour reported that she had attended the launch of the formal consultation of the Strategic Service Plan for the NHS in Shropshire.    However, ue to problems in being able to reach agreement with clinicians, last minute changes by the Government in funding the “Payment By Results” scheme and the fact that the Government imposed financial ‘Turnaround Team” will not report until mid June, the expected consultation on the Shrewsbury and Telford Hospital Trust part of the Consultation will not start until 10 July. The Consultation will now in 2 stages.  Stage 1 (running from 8 May to 7 August) will cover the Shropshire County PCT only, including the closure of various wards in the County’s Community Hospitals.  Stage 2 (staring from 10 July and ending on 25 September) will cover all other services including the Hospital Trust.
