MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING (Draft) 
held at St Peter’s Hall, Seaview on Monday 18th April, 2016 at 7.00pm

Jo King gave the members an update of the activities of the Friends of the Hersey Nature Reserve and ask that a link to their website be put onto the PC Website.

Prior to the commencement of the meeting, Mr Mark Tutty and Mr Mark Hadley from Top Mops Ltd were invited to address the Councillors on the level of service expected from the new cleaning contract. · 16/37 (i) – Following a discussion with the IW Council, the Clerk has drafted a letter to the resident who made a complaint about the pathway at Nettlestone Hill. 
· 16/37 (ii) – There has been no reply as yet with regard to the ongoing matter of the land adjacent to the Roadside Inn. Clerk will follow up.
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· 16/39 (i) – The Clerk has written to Mark Roberts at Island Roads with regard to the missing picnic benches opposite the Old Fort Café. They have stated that they have no knowledge of them.
· 16/39 (ii) – The Clerk will be happy to include forthcoming events for the Community Partnership and the Seagrove Pavilion in his Quarterly report for the IW Beacon.
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· 16/43 – The Grounds maintenance contract has now been agreed with Brighstone Landscaping to run until April 2018. They have committed to only a minimal increase in price (within 3%) for year 3, if at all.
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· 16/45 – The Tenancy at Will documents for the public toilets were approved by the solicitors after some negotiations over insurance arrangements. The Clerk received the keys and instructions for inspection schedules for electrics, water risk assessments and hand dryers on April 1st 2016 from IW Council. The cleaning contract and schedule were slightly amended to include a 3 month cancellation clause. Top Mops have submitted a revised quote for further consideration in July which amounts to a 10% reduction in comparison to the previous quote.

Information and Report:
Cllr Jennings spoke to the members about the intention to put forward a proposal for a de-fibrillator to be sited at Nettlestone Primary School and for the Parish Council to consider providing the funding. Agreed as an agenda item in May 2016.

Cllr Thomas-Foxley stated that there was still a problem with the individual allowing his dogs to mess at Seaview Recreation Ground after several complaints. The Clerk was asked to write a letter to the individual concerned, asking him to clean up after his dogs.
It was also asked if the Clerk can re-iterate the need for a larger rubbish bin on the esplanade as the current one is woefully inadequate.

Cllr Barraclough asked if consideration be given to the replenishment of some of the hedges on the Eastern side of Sophie Watson Gardens. The Clerk will speak to Brighstone Landscaping.

Cllr Turner stated that he and Cllr Barraclough have completed the Clerk’s appraisal as required within the contract of employment. Concern was expressed over the increased workload that has been created since the devolution of services from the IW Council. Therefore, the Clerk has been tasked with keeping an accurate log of his hours over a specific period and submitting a written report in October based on the findings. This is likely to result in an increase in contracted hours or the possible employment of an assistant Clerk to take on some of the workload. The Clerk has also been tasked during the next assessment period with drawing together a plan for the devolution of all of the car parks within the Parish. This will include a budget report for consideration by the finance working party in November/December.
The next meeting will be the Annual meeting of the Parish Council on Monday 16th May 2016 and members were asked to give consideration any committees or groups they would like to be involved with.
There being no further business, the meeting was declared closed at 8.30pm.
