16/895 Apologies   RESOLVED to accept apologies from Cllr’s. Mrs. K. Hanmer (illness) and M. Hanmer (work)

16/896  Disclosable Pecuniary Interests 

There were no declarations of interest in any item on the agenda.

16/897 To receive budget information

RESOLVED – to accept the statement of grants issued to date that shows a balance of £1585.20

16/898 To consider Grant Applications

a)	The Little Theatre, Donnington.

The Clerk informed members that the official application form sent to the Little Theatre has not been returned.  It was AGREED that the committee are unable to consider this application without the completed form.

b)	Marie Curie Cancer Care

It was AGREED that the committee are unable to consider this application as the official application form has not been returned.

16/899 Parish Environmental Team – To consider possible projects

The Clerk informed members that the materials budget needs to be spent on projects around the area such as gateway signs as suggested by Phil Pritchard.  Members suggested that the alleyway at the bottom of Gibbons Road needs clearing and the alleyway between Lennock Road and Woodhouse Crescent.  Also the shrub beds at Preston Grove need tidying.
The Clerk informed members that she submitted a request online for vegetation to be cleared at the alleyway between Lennock Road and Woodhouse Crescent but this has not been carried out to date.
It was AGREED that the Chair and new Clerk will meet with Andrew Banham in the New Year to request clearance of the alleyways.

16/900 To consider the provision of a street light at Charles Street

A request has been received from residents for an additional light at Charles Street.  Cllr. C.F. Smith said that he has visited the site and it is very dark in one area.  The Clerk informed members that she has received an email from David Clift who has quoted an approximate cost of £1600 to install a new 6m column with Holophane Lantern.
RESOLVED -  to install a new light at Charles Street.  It was AGREED to request to meet with someone from Telford & Wrekin Council Street Lighting to consider the best location.

16/901 To consider continued financial support of user groups at the Centre

RESOLVED – to continue to financially support the Youth Club, Brownies Group, Toddler Group and Local History Group by allowing them free use of the Parish Council Centre.  It was further RESOLVED to allow free use of the meeting room by the Health Trainers who offer free health checks to anyone in the community and who would like to use the room on the occasional Monday afternoon.

16/902 Precept 2017/18 – To consider provisional figures

Tabled figures were considered and it was AGREED that the precept should be increased by no more than 1%.  It was noted that the CTSS grant for the year 2017/18 will be £4905 and the precept form should be returned to Telford & Wrekin Council by 9th February 2017.  It was further AGREED that the precept should be considered again by the Finance Committee in January 2017.
