	Rights of Way: 
1. DMMO Applications: The application for Green Lane West in Oborne has now been submitted by the parish council. 
2. Whittington Lane, Sherborne Town Council is now considering the recommendation to dedicate the lane as a footpath. 
3. Coombe Farm Guide post:   Jim Hart has reported that The Monarch’s Way Association is yet to install way markings on the post. 
Oborne Play Area, The council discussed the recent email from a member of the public concerning dangerously protruding screws on two of the wooden posts. This had been immediately passed to the Play Association who confirmed that the equipment would be made as safe as possible by the following day. The annual inspection report at the end of September highlighted a moderate risk on the playground. At the time, the Play Association reported that they were fully aware of the issues and were raising funds to replace the relevant pieces of equipment. The council was concerned about the current risk and asked the clerk to check what had been done to make the equipment safe. It was noted that the equipment should be regularly monitored and any further deterioration dealt with.
Sheeplands Lane, A misleading sign put up by Persimmon Homes is to be taken down, as required by Dorset Council. The clerk will ask Cllr Legg if there has been any progress towards a solution for horse riders.
Oborne Fingerpost damage. The clerk is waiting to hear back from the Dorset Fingerpost Project about a price for a non-serrated bracket. 
A30, Oborne junction The vegetation to the east of the junction has not been cut back. Cllr Perryman agreed to speak to the property owners.
DAPTC Working Together proposal, The council did not think the project was necessary.
