MINUTES OF CAYTHORPE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
Chair’s residence, 18th December 2025

Present: Cllrs Kerry (Chair), Larder, Newbury, Ravenscroft
In Attendance: N Cope (clerk), 2 MOP (including applicant for Councillor vacancy)


Public Participation
None 

079/25 To receive and accept apologies.
Cllr Jackson sent his apologies before the meeting and sent a report.

080/25 To receive and note declarations of interest.
None.

081/25 To accept the Minutes from the last Parish Council meeting
Minutes of the last meeting on 20th November were accepted as an accurate record and signed by the Chair.

082/25	Councillor co-option
There was one application for the Councillor vacancies.  Martin Freeman was co-opted as a Councillor and completed the necessary paperwork.

083/25 Time allocated for District County Councillor Roger Jackson
Cllr Jackson sent a report to say he was chasing up the Old Vol enforcement and he had asked Highways to look at the road up to Bracken Hill.  

084/25 Village maintenance and Highways
See above from Cllr Jackson.  The new 30MPH signs from Via have not yet been put up.

085/25	To receive monthly defibrillator report 
Cllr Kerry has inspected the defibrillator and the battery has been replaced in last 2 years.  He asked if Sharon (Black Horse) will keep an eye on it and be the monitor over the next 4 months – she has agreed. He does not think it needs replacing.  It is in good condition.  Cllr Ravenscroft has offered to be the monitor going forward.

086/25	Planning
Applications: None

Decisions: None

No further update from the Old Vol enforcement.  Cllr Kerry suggested waiting until January when the team have had their meeting and updated the PC on enforcement action.

087/25 Finances
a. Payments and note receipts: Clerk pay for December noted.  50% deposit for noticeboard was noted.  Repayment for aqua sacs (minus VAT) was noted.
b. Bank reconciliation APPROVED. Balance of 10/12 is £16195.35 
c. Ex Councillors were removed as signatories from the account.  
d. Budget was discussed in lieu of Precept in January.  Detailed plans for budget are needed in order to agree the precept.

088/25 Trusteeship
NC and Cllr Newbury have been in communication with Jodi from RCAN (Rural Community Action in Nottinghamshire) who has advised next steps.  NC has checked that both the Village Hall committee and PC have Trustee Indemnity Insurance.  NC has contacted the Charity Commission to request a copy of the original governing document.  The next steps would be to check the land registry and then make sure that the land is registered to the PC.  Cllr Newbury has found many versions of Trustee documents but many were not able to be enforced as they were not legally binding.  Cllr Freeman will discuss with Cllr Newbury about the Trusteeship information and he will get up to speed to see what he can contribute.
  
089/25 Church update
The meeting with the Church is February.  Cllr Newbury thinks that the covenants and heritage status will make it difficult for the Church to move quickly to redevelop.  A discussion took place regarding what the best way forward would be so that the Village Hall and Church could be redeveloped so that it would be usable for the community.  The PC have a 99 year lease with the PCC for the car park and there is paperwork to confirm this.  Cllr Freeman suggested that the PCC use grants to renovate the Church building and then the community could use it and take out a lease on it to make some money back and eventually be able to build a new Village Hall.  ACTION: Cllr Larder will look into the Land Registry for the Village Hall land.

090/25 Fence repair quote
The PC have obtained three quotes for the fence repair at the Village Hall.  Cllr Kerry reported that the Byars are prepared to pay for some of the fence that they own.  Cllr Freeman commented that a post and wire fence would be much less expensive and do the same job.  The majority of the cost is material.  He suggested a rail down the side for safety and the rest wire.  The quotes are for repair or replace.  ACTION: NC to send Cllr Freeman the quotes for fences.  He will send to the Byars and communicate with them and the fence companies.

091/25 Speeding
Cllr Larder reported that there have been a few incidences which may be due to the time of the year.  He explained that many of speeding cars come from Hoveringham.  Cllr Freeman asked about the PC putting in a speed bump, but Cllr Larder explained that this could not be done and would not be approved by Highways. Cllr Larder suggested reporting incidents to the police, but Cllr Kerry explained that the Highways may still not approve any action.  It was resolved to keep this as a rolling item.

092/25 Flood storage
Cllr Kerry has the new aqua sacs in his garage and he said that it would be useful to find somewhere to put the flood equipment.  NC reported that the flood resilience grant is still available to purchase a new storage area.  Cllr Kerry explained that the problem is finding a piece of land to put it on.  ACTION: NC to contact Maizy Tivey regarding flood resilience grant and apply for a resilience storage area again.  This can then be put at the back of the car park.  Cllr Ravenscroft to liaise with flood warden as to how big the storage needs to be.  The flood warden reported the equipment he has stored at his residence.  He would like a second area in the village for the equipment so that people can access it if needed. He reported that he and Daphne are planning to resign as Flood Wardens and talked about the improvements that have been made since he started.  There needs to be a minimum of 2 flood wardens in order to close the road and fisherman’s car park.  Hoveringham have just approved a policy document about signage to be used during times of flood.  He will contact all the flood volunteers to see if they want to be trained as wardens and he will inform the County Council of his resignation tomorrow.  He will continue in post until 20th March.  Cllr Larder asked whether Via would put the signs out if there were no flood wardens, which they would.  Cllr Kerry thanked the flood wardens for their work over the last 20 years.  ACTION: Cllr Freeman to ask Jo Freeman to put together a leaflet to advertise for new flood wardens.


093/25 Policy approval
The financial regulations and code of conduct were re-adopted. 

094/25 Correspondence
NC circulated all correspondence before the meeting and no further action required.

095/25	Dates and items for future meetings
Next meeting is 15th January.  Cllr Larder will Chair.  Precept and budget must be agreed.  Cllr Kerry explained that it would be helpful if each Cllr had a project and people take a lead.  Cllr Kerry asked if Cllr Larder would look at the land registry regarding the Village Hall.  Cllr Ravenscroft said he could take care of the defibrillator.
