1. PUBLIC SESSION
            Wroxeter Residents Action Group - Brookside
     Following the last Parish Council meeting in September where it was resolved that Cllr. Rowlands would be the point of contact for residents from Brookside; a discussion had taken place with Cllr. Rowlands about how much time he could commit to supporting the residents as he has had serious health issues recently. The Parish Council felt that he should concentrate on his recovery for the time being and not feel under pressure to take on additional responsibilities such as the proposed liaison work between the Parish Council, residents, and Housing Plus. Given the views that were expressed at the meeting in September the Parish Council wrote to the Residents Action Group asking if it still wished to have the support of the Parish Council in its discussions with Housing Plus, and what form that support should take. Representatives of the Residents Action Group attended the meeting and presented the Parish Council with a letter setting out its wish to have the support of the Parish Council and asking the Council to investigate the ownership and responsibility of the access roadway and hedge. It was RESOLVED that the Parish Clerk would make enquiries in respect of the access road to ascertain who has responsibility for its maintenance and upkeep. Cllr. Coleman said she would contact Shropshire Council to see what information it holds.  

Donnington Farm – Proposed Redevelopment
Another planning application had been for Donnington Farm. The application is to convert the Dutch Barn into two four-bedroom dwellings. Residents who attended the meeting still have concerns in respect of the access to the farm off a busy road and the piecemeal approach to the way the redevelopment is being handled with one application being submitted at a time, rather than one application for the whole of the site. Councillors will be discussing the application at item 8 on the agenda, and the Chair thanked those attending for making their views known.

1. PLANNING MATTERS 
Proposed Residential Barn Conversion West of Donnington Farm, Wroxeter, Shrewsbury, Shropshire (25/03980/PMBPA) 
The Parish Council had previously objected to the development of properties at Donnington Farm. A major concern raised regarding the previous applications remains unresolved; this is concern about safety at the junction with the B4380. Access to and from the development will be using the existing narrow single-track lane from the B4380 to the property which has no passing places.  There are difficulties exiting safely onto the B4380 given the 'blind' bend to the left and the speed of oncoming traffic in both directions. Previously Shropshire Highways has objected in respect of these concerns. There have been numerous accidents at the junction of the lane with the B4380. The B4380 is likely to become busier given the housing developments at Buildwas and Cressage. The narrow lane providing access to the development is also a bridle path, raising significant safety concerns for horses & horse riders who would be at greater risk due to increased traffic. In addition, the B4380 forms part of a National Cycle Route that is well used by cyclists, access / egress issues at the junction will heighten risks to cyclists on this part of the route.

There is also a concern from residents that the additional traffic on the lane from the property will further affect the lane as a drain carrying a stream under the lane is currently ‘shifting’ the additional weight will only exacerbate this issue and potentially result in further damage necessitating repairs should the drain become damaged or broken. The Parish Council is concerned that issues with wastewater have not been fully considered and that any development will lead to extra pressure being put on the current infrastructure which is unable to deal with it.  This could result in possible contamination of the local water course. Finally, the Parish Council is dissatisfied with the incremental approach to the submission of the applications for the development of this site rather than one comprehensive application for all the buildings.  It is believed there is to be a further application for another barn conversion on the site.  This 'piecemeal' approach is viewed as unnecessary, inefficient and prevents residents / planning gaining a picture of the overall expected development.
