


ARDINGTON AND LOCKINGE PARISH COUNCIL
A&L (2019)3

MINUTES of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council held in the Loyd Lindsay Rooms, High Street, Ardington, OX12 8PS at 8.30 p.m. on Tuesday, 14 May 2019.
Present: Councillors: Paul Gibbs, Nicola Hancock, Derek Morrow and Hugh Roberts (Chair).
Clerk: Clive Knights.  
County Councillor: Michael Fox-Davies.
Apologies: Ronald East, John Hedgecock, District Councillor, Janet Shelley, PCSO, Tim Dean and School Governor Nicola Merry. 

1. On a proposal by Derek Morrow seconded by Ron East, Hugh Roberts was nominated as Chair.  There being no other nominations, Hugh Roberts was elected unanimously to the Chair and signed the Declaration of acceptance of office.  All of the existing councillors were re-elected unopposed.  Councillors present also signed the declaration witnessed by the Clerk.  ACTION 3.1 The Clerk to seek Ronald East and John Hedgecock to sign the declaration in his presence.  
2. There were no declarations of interest and no hospitality had been received or offered. There were no changes needed to the Registers of Interests.
3. Matters Arising from the Meeting of the Parish Council on Tuesday, 12 March 2019 and approval of the Minutes.  All the actions had been taken.  ACTION 3.2 The Clerk to contact Nigel Hutt about the trip at 38A East Lockinge which was preventing the street light near the Fire Engine house from lighting and what could be done about the street light supplied from Ardington House.  The 6 street lights had been painted (£300) and CBPT had reimbursed the PC.  An electrical check of 31 street lights had been attempted by CDC Electrical but the check could not be made on 14 of the properties because CDC could not access the properties. CBPT had reimbursed the PC.  ACTION 3.3 The Clerk to establish (a) whether CBPT would finance another visit by CDC on a specified day that would be notified to the householders and (b) whether CBPT would finance more street light painting.  The Facebook page for the Parish Council had been set up, with assistance from John Hedgecock.  He had worked on a manual scroll and a means to automatically scroll through the photographs.  ACTION 3.4 Paul Gibbs to continue to build the case for improved access to the A417 and opposing the reservoir proposals.  Please see the APM 2019 Minutes for more information. Edward Baring had confirmed that Ardington House had been licenced to conduct its activities.  Christine Lisi gave her talk: “War and Peace: the Lockinge Estate from WW1 to WW2.” and as agreed was paid £40.00 at the meeting.  ACTION 3.5 The Clerk to send an email thanking Christine.  The talk went without the hitches of last year but was held in the Main Hall, with its projector, rather than the smaller Dining Room.  Our District Councillor, Michael Murray did not accept our invitation to this meeting and his replacement following the election, Janet Shelley, could not attend though invited on 7 May.  Councillors who visited Lains Barn were impressed by the improvements.  The Minutes were accepted by Parish Councillors as a true record and signed by the Chair.
4. Reports.  
County Councillor’s Report.  A written report had been circulated.  At the Meeting Mike Fox-Davies mentioned the election results for the Vale (joint administration by Conservative and Liberal parties), the closure for 16-17 May of the Drayton tip for renovation, 93% of children in Oxfordshire went to their first choice of school, OCC and Cherwell are sharing administration roles and OCC has sponsored a ladies’ cycle race on 12 June 2019.  
  
Clerk’s Report. Damage to the railing and concrete post at the bridge north of East Lockinge had been reported to OCC through Fixmystreet.  A bulb had been replaced in the street light at Butcher’s Cottage.  The street light at School House, Ardington had tripped the electrical supply to the house.  The Parish Council paid the call-out charge of £75.00. The electrician reported that the fault was in the cable from the street light to the house.  As for the street light opposite the playground, the light had been turned off.  ACTION 3.6 The Clerk to establish whether or not Lockinge Estate would pay for the repair of this cable.  Lisa Horler-Wallis and Karen Smith agreed to their names being listed on a call-out form held by OCC.  When the village lost electrical power, the telephone appeared to work but there was no response.  As a consequence, mobile numbers have been added for the call out people.  Councillors approved the proposed restriction on vehicle using the bridge over Ginge Brook.  ACTION 3.7 The Clerk would inform OCC Communities of this approval.  Lockinge Estate had been asked on 13 May whether the emergency plan to supply water was in place or would only be sought in the event of an emergency. Flytipping of a dismantled shed on the verge of the narrow road to Betterton had been reported through Fixmystreet.

With supporting information and a copy of the items for the Annual Return, the Parish Council approved the Internal Audit Report signed by John Hedgecock, approved the Governance Statement and approved the Accounting Statement, signed by John Hedgecock.  ACTION 3.8 The Clerk to put these items on the notice boards and on the website.  To meet the publication requirements, ACTION 3.9 The Clerk, the Parish Council must also add to the website the Certificate of Exemption (signed by the Chairman on 17 April 2019, analysis of variances, bank reconciliation and the notice for the exercise of Public Rights.  Parish Councillors approved payments already made to White Horse Horticulture (Ex 1 £352.50), Zurich Insurance (£788.25 Ex 2), CDC Electrical (£396.00 Ex 3)  WEL Medical (Pads £44.28 Ex 24 (2018/19 FY)), Simon Scott (Painting street lights Ex 4, £300.00), White Horse Horticulture (Ex 5 £452.50), Strange Electrical Services (Ex 6 £75.00), 
Parish Councillors approved payments at this meeting to the Clerk for May and June £228.00# by Standing Order and £57.00# tax respectively, to Internal Auditor John Hedgecock (£37.00 see budget) #, to Wantage Independent Advice Centre (£100.00 a Section 137 payment to support the car service. #), to Christine Lisi (£40.00 for her talk) # and to people supplying electricity to street lights in Lockinge (£111.20) #.  ACTION 3.10 The Clerk to make the outstanding payments indicated by #. ACTION 3.11 The Clerk to seek other quotations for the PC’s insurance for when our 3 year agreement ends,
6 Playground.  ACTION 3.12 The Clerk (a) to inform Simon Scott to proceed to paint the seats on the train for £170.00 removing all the seats to do so and (b) to ask Tom King to replace the post and two planks on the double tower slide..  The inspection reports were circulated which included the inspection of the defibrillators.  ACTION 3.13 The Clerk to raise with Caledonia Play the presence of a widening crack in the seesaw pole, which should be replaced before it cracks.  (Note added after the Meeting; there was a photograph of the failed pole at the playground on 15 June 2015 so the present pole was only 4 years old.  The previous pole only lasted 9 years.  The guarantee on the new equipment supplied in 2006 was for ten years.  This replacement equipment should surely be subject to a 10 year guarantee.)  
7 Footpath along the Firs needed.  Since the end of the bus service through the village, residents and particularly school children without transport have had to walk along the unlit road without a path or walk through the path in the dark woodland.  This matter would be raised with our District Councillor, Janet Shelley at our next Meeting.
8 Items for Trumpeter and Estate News.  ACTION 3.14 The Clerk to insert a notice about the Parish Council’s proposal for a roundabout on the A417 and to add the regular notices about the next Parish Council meeting on 9 July to be precede by a talk on developments on Lockinge Estate.
