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MINUTES OF CAYTHORPE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
Caythorpe Village Hall, 21st May 2026 7.45pm

Present: Cllrs Kerry (Chair), Freeman, Newbury, Ravenscroft
In Attendance: N Cope (Clerk), Cllr Jackson, 18 MOPs

Welcome from the Chair
Cllr Kerry welcomed all to the meeting.  He thanked the PC for their work whilst he was away.  He introduced Jo Freeman – Chair of the Village Hall Committee.

Presentation about the Village Hall
Jo Freeman (Village Hall Committee) gave a presentation on the Village Hall, events that have taken place, events planned in the future and positions on the Committee still needing to be filled.  
· She introduced the new logo for Caythorpe Village Hall, which will be used on advertising, fliers and flags.   She reported that over 500 people have attended events at the Village Hall over the year.
· There are regular bookings of Pilates, yoga and line dancing.  A new line dancing class will be starting in June, as well as a Barre class.
· She discussed the new renovations including a coffee machine, curtains, blinds, acoustic panelling, an updated fire system and heating.  She also discussed the need for roof repairs. 
· She discussed the incomings and outgoings of the finances for the hall. She estimated the annual running costs for the Village Hall at £4000.
· They are planning to run a regular coffee morning on 1st Sunday of every month.  She asked for donations of large mugs.  
· The annual safari supper is 27th June – rsvp by 7th June.  The fun day is 1st August.  The scarecrow competition is 28th July.  Quizzes and other events are also planned.  
· She discussed the idea for a Village Newsletter to advertise and celebrate events.
· She talked about the hope to rebuild the Village Hall, but explained that the Village need to show engagement and interest in the hall for this to happen.  In order to get grants and support, the hall needs to be used and proven to be needed.  In the meantime, the current hall needs the roof replacing or repairing.  
· She introduced the new committee team to manage the hall.  She appealed for others to help where they can or come along to share their thoughts and ideas. She explained where people can help and get involved.

Cllr Kerry thanked Jo for her hard work and enthusiasm regarding the hall.

PC plan for the year
Cllr Kerry spoke about the PC’s plans for the coming year, including making the relationship between the PC and Village Hall committee official and possible funding or help towards funding the ongoing upkeep of the Village Hall.  The PC are going to register the land under the Village Hall with the Land Registry so that things can move forward with restoration and repairs or potential rebuild.  

Update from Church
Cllr Newbury gave an update about the Church.  Cllr Newbury and Ravenscroft have met with the Finance director, CEO and various other members of the Church.  The Village do have a 99-year lease on the car park.  They have said if the village agree with the decommissioning and delisting of the Church, they would consider leasing the land to the village for the villagers use. However, this is a very slow process and not much progress has been made on this plan.  The Church have found that the restrictions on the development have halted them from making any progress on their plans to develop the area and land.  

A MOP asked whether anything is being done about maintaining the building given that it is a listed building, but Cllr Newbury said that maintenance was not discussed in detail – delisting is the Church’s main goal.  

Cllr Kerry thanked Cllrs Newbury and Ravenscroft, and said that the village would be kept informed of what is happening.  He confirmed that everyone would be consulted on final decisions about the Church. A MOP said that there is now funding available from the government to maintain buildings of significance.  He will share the information with Cllr Newbury.

Call for volunteers – Flood wardens, VHC and PC
Cllr Kerry appealed for volunteers to join the PC in helping the village move forward on various projects.  He also asked for volunteers for Flood Wardens.  Cllr Kerry and his wife have volunteered for these positions so that the PC are able to get funding for flood resources and equipment.

AOB
A MOP asked about the enforcement on the Old Vol, which is still with the planners and they are awaiting further discussion with the owners.  

A MOP brought up the subject of speeding and asked if the police have been informed.  Cllr Kerry explained that a member of the police force have attended a meeting to discuss the matter, but the statistics don’t support further action.  Another MOP suggested repeating the use of tubes to record speeding in the village but locate these at the Old Vol end of the village.  Cllr Kerry suggested investigating whether changing the speed sign to register the speed cars are travelling at rather than alerting ‘over 30MPH’.   

Cllr Jackson said that he would try to get the Council to put down tubes between the Old Vol and the rail crossing.    
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
