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The Vicar’s Viewpoint 


“Remember, remember”
What is your earliest memory? Amongst mine is watching England win the World Cup (I was very young!); but I wonder what is your earliest real memory, something that made a real difference to how you see yourself and the world? 
Geoff Hurst scoring a hattrick made lots of (English) people happy, but it didn’t change me as a person. Real memories are what help to form us into the people that we are today, our memories change us whether for good or ill. 
On Remembrance Sunday last year, churches across the country recorded huge attendances. It will be interesting to see what happens this year, 101 years on from the end of Great War and 74 years after the end of World War 2. 
But remembrance is not just for November. At the heart of the Bible story and of the Christian faith is the call to remember; to remember who God is and what He has done especially in Jesus. In the Book of Deuteronomy, Moses reminds the people again and again, “Do not forget the Lord your God”. They soon did and eventually they forfeited many of God’s promises to them. At the very centre of the Jewish faith is the Passover, in which they remember what God has done and place hope in what He will do. At the Last Supper, Jesus took this celebration and said, “This is all being fulfilled in me.”
Many of us find our memory is not so good as we get older and many younger people have short memories because life is so fraught and busy. The old poem says, “Remember, remember 5th November” but all through the year, the Bible pleads with us, “Do not forget the Lord your God”
