a) Report by Chairman

b) Items raise by Parishioners

Councillors were asked about the quarrying concerns.  Councillor Wake explained that looking at the area as part is in Derbyshire and part south Yorkshire presumably there will be two planning applications, if one got permission it could come up to the boundary.  The Parish Council tried to set up an anti-quarrying group but could not find people interested in forming a group.

36/21 Welcome to the public - Comments or questions from members of the public

There were no members of the public present.

The Chairman welcomed councillors to the meeting.  

37/21 To receive any apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Councillor Mr L Hutchinson.

38/21 To Declare any interests necessary for this meeting and to identify any agenda items from which the press and public should be excluded due to the confidential nature of the business.

There were no declarations of interest.

39/21 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 8th March 2021

The minutes of the meeting held on 8th March, which had previously been circulated to members were confirmed as a true record and will be signed by the Chairman.

40/21 Matters Arising

a) Elections

There will not be a Parish Council election as there were three applicants.  The Chairman reported that there are 13 candidates for the new ward.

b) Sorby Field - Play Area report and equipment, repairs to shackles and painting of play equipment, mowing contract

Councillor Colclough reported that the play equipment has been refurbished and the play inspection report was as expected.  The shackles are being looked at to see if the problem can be rectified.  The new season grass cutting was done by Rotherham using two smaller mowers and councillors felt this was a better job, the Chairman is waiting to hear back regarding the actual contract.

c) Ladyfield Road RMBC owned house

Nothing further has been heard.

d) Pictoral Village sign/Calor Rural Community Grant 

The clerk has applied to the Calor Rural Community Grant.




e) Highways   

i) Speed reduction and road safety

An event has taken place which led to a reduction in height of speedhumps.

ii) Roads requiring urgent repairs

After the elections the repairs will be chased for an idea of dates for the work to be carried out, paint marks have been seen on the roads.

iii) Highway Footpaths

Councillor Johnson has reported problems on the path by the telephone box and will chase these up.

f) List of items that could do with attention – Repairs /Maintenance required 
 
i ) The Gate Post to Sorby Field  - A quote for £181.90 had been accepted but there is a problem getting the timber for the square post.

ii)  Painting of the Small Board near Coronation Garden – A quote has been received for £135 for the two signs, Councillor Colclough proposed this be accepted, seconded by Councillor Johnson and all agreed.    Councillor Johnson offered to paint the main noticeboard.  Councillor Colclough proposed that all the boards be painted black, seconded by Councillor Johnson and all agreed.  The contractor will be asked to use Hammerite.

iii) Sign for green board – The contractor will be asked to take the sign out.

g) Litter Pick / Great British Spring Clean

This cannot officially be organised; the Chairman proposed the clerk request Wayne Munro Smith organise a litter pick through the Parish.

h) Website

The garden trail date needs adding for 24th/25th July.  Councillors asked if it was possible to meet with Rotherham on zoom to discuss the website.  The clerk suggested councillors also look at the Hugo Fox websites there may be someone in the village who could set up a site, this will be discussed further at the next meeting.

i) Road Sweep

This took place on the day scheduled although some residents felt that some sections were not done when queried they only sweep where there is pavement and not grass verge.  The clerk was asked to write and find out when they last swept Westhorpe.  Councillor Colclough proposed we obtain quotes from Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council and Blaggs for three extra so that it can be done quarterly on the last week of the month in March, June, September and December all councillors agreed.

j) Litter Bins – Moving bin and additional bin/ Green bin for Village garden

The Bin at Slaypit is to be moved following complaints but maintained in a new location.  We would like to see a bin at Pump Corner and one near the seat on Common Road, this has been requested and the request has been acknowledged.  Thorpe In Bloom have asked for a garden waste bin their Community Garden (Coronation Garden).
