MINUTES OF LAST MEETING
1. The minutes of the last meetings, held on 12 August were approved.

MATTERS ARISING

2.  Bid for CIL grant from Lee Brockhurst Village Hall (LBVH)l committee.

a. The LBVH committee had submitted a comprehensive and well-researched bid, totalling approximately £3400 for 2 projects: the replacement of 2 outside doors at the front of the hall and the purchase and installation of 5 new electric radiators. The PC approved the bid for the new doors to be installed by Cambrian Doors Ltd at a cost of approximately £1900.  The PC unanimously voted not to approve the bid for the new radiators on the grounds that there would be no benefit gained by merely replacing serviceable radiators with new ones with identical output, unless insulation work could be done to reduce heat loss. The PC had informed the Committee of their decisions and added that it was open for them to apply for a further grant of up to £2000 for other work.
   3.   Proposal to reduce the number of PC.gov.uk email addressees from 10 to 1.                             

           The Clerk informed members that currently the PC paid Hugo Fox £21 monthly for             10 accounts. He explained that he had consulted SALC as to whether it would be                   acceptable for the PC to have just one account for the Clerk.  SALC had confirmed              that although it was considered ‘best practice’ for all Councillors to have.gov.uk                  addresses, the current guidelines stated the only the Clerk must have one.     Whilst               this might change in future this would save £216 pa and Councillors voted                              unanimously for this change to be put into effect. FINANCE
       4.  Approval of Precept bid for FY26/27.Councillors had been sent a separate document           outlining the current state of the finances with future anticipated expenditure and               precept options. With the anticipated remaining current account expenditure for                  FY25/26 being £430 there would be a small surplus of £100 which could be used to                offset an increased predicted expenditure of approximately £700 for FY26/27. This               increase was due the uncontested election charges, increased SALC and insurance               costs and the uncertainty over grass cutting charges.  After discussion of the                          options, it was decided to adopt Option 3-to bid for an increase of £700 from the                    present precept of  £2600. 
5.  Bills for payment. The PC authorised the payment of the following:

6.  Repairs to gable end of the Old Rectory Moreton Corbet (LBC).  The PC supported this      application which was authorised by the LBC planners

IMPROVEMENTS TO ROAD SAFETY ON A49 AT PRESTON BROCKHURST FOR SCHOOLCHILDREN CROSSING THE ROAD TO REACH THE BUS STOP

7.  A resident had requested the PC’s assistance in the matter and the Clerk had consulted widely with a range of organisations which might be able to help.  A speed survey had been carried out which indicated that the 85-percentile speed on this section of the road was 42 mph which was within the acceptable tolerance limits. The road safety and traffic engineering departments agreed to look at other options including zebra crossings. Additionally, there is the option for the residents concerned to apply for a dedicated taxi to be provided if the route to reach the current bus stop is deemed to be unsafe. It is understood that this option is likely to be pursued by the residents as it cannot be done by the PC.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS

7. Road maintenance work on Harcourt Mill Lane.  Concern was expressed over the      priority recently given to the fully metalled resurfacing of this minor road serving only one property against the frequent requests from the PC for the section of New Road near the Keepers Cottage Acton Reynald to receive proper remedial action. The Clerk had written to EM North and a response is awaited.
