Public Rights of Way Trimming 2021/2022  (2021 season)
Mabe Parish Council invites quotes for the trimming and clearing of Public Rights of Way within its parish area. The initial period of cover will be for 1 year, from 12 April 2021 to 31 March 2022.
Attached to this invitation to tender are the following documents:
· Map showing footpath and stile locations  
· List of paths to be cut (note that a number of paths are listed for 2 cuts per annum, and the silver paths are all to be cut)
· Note that the quote needs to cover all cuts as set out above.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Footpaths should be trimmed to a width of 1.5 metres and a height of 2 metres. Bridleways should be trimmed to a width of 2.5 metres and trimmings should be disposed of neatly on site. Stiles/steps to be cleared of mud and debris.
Please note:
1. Single cuts to take place in April/May. Paths with two cuts – April and late July. To avoid disturbing nesting birds, major clearance work must wait until October-March.
2. Japanese Knotweed to be left untouched, and reported to Cornwall Council.
3. If a path is blocked or obstructed, of if there is a significant surface defect, the Contractor will notify the parish clerk.
4. The Contractor shall provide their own transport and equipment, and must wear appropriate personal protective equipment in line with Health and Safety Legislation.
5. The Contractor is responsible for undertaking risk assessments and safe working practices when undertaking this work. If employing 6 people or more, then this risk assessment needs to be written, and a copy provided to the clerk before works commence. Not that any workers also have responsibility for following safe working practices.
6. Appropriate signage to be used, to warn walkers using the stretch of path being cut
7. The Contractor shall be wholly responsible for any machinery or equipment used when carrying out the contracted works
8. A copy of a valid public liability and personal accident insurance policy must be provided to the clerk before the contract may commence, along with certification showing competency in the use of the machinery / equipment to be used.
9. The appointed Contractor shall be fully responsible for the disposal of all trimmings, cuttings and debris
10. The Contractor shall be responsible for rectifying any damage caused while fulfilling the contract
11. If the Contractor identifies any additional works needed/recommended, then these to be notified to the clerk for decision.
12. The Contractor shall submit their invoice to the clerk with a list of those footpaths trimmed. 
13. All correspondence and matters arising throughout this contract shall be dealt with by the clerk to the parish council.
