1. MATTERS ARISING FROM THOSE MINUTES 
6. Wroxeter Residents Action Group - A response to the letter presented by Wroxeter Residents Action Group had been delivered to representatives of the group prior to the meeting. No further response from the group had been received, and no members of the group were present at the meeting. 
6. Uppington Play Area – work to repair the damage to the play area is still yet to take place. Hopefully, an update on progress will be available at the next Parish Council meeting. 
6. Wroxeter Hotel – As the school ‘prom’ season is fast approaching meetings have taken place between the Parish Council, Shropshire Council and Wroxeter Hotel to discuss the options regarding road closures and off-site parking to tackle the parking issues that residents dealt with last year. As the first ‘prom’ will take place on 19th June, it is hoped something can be put in place that can then be replicated for subsequent ‘proms.’     

1. REPORT FROM SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR 
A new Chief Executive, Tanya Miles, has been appointed. She has worked at Shropshire Council for over 20 years starting as a frontline social worker and latterly in senior leadership roles including responsibility for child social care. 

Now in its second year the Liberal Democrat administration at Shropshire Council will be looking at ways to run services better to save costs: the overspend is approximately £100 million this year which will be difficult to achieve with the high cost of adult and child social care in Shropshire.

1. PLANNING MATTERS

1. CORRESPONDENCE
13. Disclosable Pecuniary Interests 
Councillors were reminded that, if that they hadn’t already done it, they needed to register any outside interests that they have that may influence how they respond to issues discussed at Council meetings. The Clerk RESOLVED to send out a link to Councillors so that they can check if they have already registered. 
13. The Clerk had received an email from Nick Harris at the National Trust asking to attend a meeting of the Parish Council. It was RESOLVED to ask him to attend the next meeting on 13th July. 

1. PARISH MATTERS
14. Cllr. Rowlands said that he had received information that the roll-out of broadband in the Wroxeter and Uppington Parish area would start in January 2027, which would mean that landlines would no longer be operational in the area. No information had been received by the Parish Council, so it was agreed that the Clerk would contact Ben Walker at Shropshire Council to see what the current timescale was and what plans had been put in place to deal with landlines being cut off. 
                 
14. Despite efforts to reduce the speed of vehicles on the Ironbridge Road, it remains a concern. Cllr. Coleman said she would raise this issue with the police to see what further can be done. 

14. Cllr P. Davies told the Council that he would be stepping down as a Councillor. He said he would remain in post until a replacement can be found. As a vacancy has now arisen the Parish Council will be advertising the vacant seat. If, after 14 days, there is not a request for an election, the Council will need to co-opt someone into the role.
