018/20 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/19/00756/FUL – retrospective application for change of use from garage/workshop to industrial unit (Use Class B2) and a proposed two storey extension (not retrospective) – 16 White House Industrial Estate, 80 Main Rd.
WP/20/00007/FUL – proposed front porch and detached single garage and hardstanding for 2 vehicles.  Remove render and repoint front and side elevations.  Additional steps for pedestrians onto High Street and 1.2-metre-high fence along frontage with High Street – 9 High St
WP/20/00034/FUL – demolition of conservatory.  Single storey rear extension with flat roof light – 3 Oxford Cl
Following discussion, it was agreed that no comments were required on the applications received.

019/20 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – following reports at the last meeting of anti-social behaviour on the Rec, local police have been monitoring the Recreation Field and have visited Earls Barton Youth Club in an advisory capacity.
020/20 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – The planning application will be submitted once the outstanding reports are received.  The Football Foundation has confirmed that funding will be available for elements of the facility, with a match funding element being required.  ECB have suggested that they will be able to fund sustainable projects.  Funding has also been sought from National Lottery, Sport England and BCW Capital Grant scheme.  Consultation events relating to the development will be held on 12th February and 10th March.  Following discussion, it was resolved to approve the quote from Stroma for the Traffic and Travel Survey.  An update on funding for Pioneer was also provided.  It was noted that the Clerk has contacted the land agents requesting that the lease be extended to the original 10 year agreed period as it hasn’t yet been signed by Hanson.
(b) Earls Barton Cricket Club Update – it was noted that work is progressing.  As requested, when EBPC awarded a grant for works at The Grange Sports Field, EBCC are continuing to explore alternative funding streams.  Any income received from sponsorship boards around the field will be used to repay the grant from EBPC. 

021/20 Finance
(a) Risk Assessment – this item was deferred to March’s meeting.

022/20 Aggate Way
Following confirmation from NCC that the freehold of the land on Aggate Way can be purchased for £6400.00, it was resolved that EBPC purchase the land in order to maintain the area.  A decision on what to do with the land will be made later.

023/20 VE Day Commemorations
An update was provided on the event.  It was resolved to purchase two “Lest We Forget” benches to be placed on The Square, along with two silent soldiers.  The Clerk was asked to look into whether a sculpture could be provided on The Wickets that included an information board that could include details of the soldiers on the War Memorial.

024/20 Skate Ramp Update
The Clerk reported that no quotes had been received from the invitation to tender sent out.  It was resolved to re-tender, but stipulate that the work cannot commence until after the Carnival.

025/20 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Annual Playground Inspection – it was resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to accept a quote. It was agreed that remedial work would be carried out on the skate ramp, but no resurfacing as the ramps will be removed once work starts on the new skate park.
(b) Cemetery Chapel – the Clerk advised that a quote for £590.00 was accepted and work was now being carried out.
(c) Tree Removal – The Square – an application to remove the tree has been made to BCW Planning.  Work will be carried out once the application has been approved.
(d) Barriers between Sheffield Way and Dowthorpe End – NCC Highways have agreed to remove the barriers.

026/20 NCALC/SLCC/CPRE Correspondence
(a) NCALC Election Training – it was resolved to approve the Clerk’s attendance at this event.
(b) SLCC Climate Emergency Webinar – it was resolved to approve the Clerk’s participation.
(c) CPRE Planning Roadshow – Councillors to advise the Clerk if they wish to attend.

027/20 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Earls Barton Library – it was noted that Earls Barton Library and Community Centre formally opened on Saturday 8th February.  It was resolved to approve a quote for insurance for £659.00.  Thanks were expressed to Cllr Mills for all his hard work and Cllr Mills recognised the dedication of the whole team involved. 
(b) On-Street Charging Points Consultation – it was noted that the three areas proposed in the consultation are not suitable for a charging point.  It was agreed that NCC be asked to attend a site visit to discuss the most appropriate sites for the charging points.
