3.  	PUBLIC CONTRIBUTION TIME

Adjournment of the meeting for parishioners’ questions and comments limited to items on this agenda. (This is the opportunity during the meeting for residents to speak – 15 minutes in total)

A member of the public thanked the Parish Council for circulating a flyer detailing how parishioners could complain about noise to DDC. 

The noise level categories used by LHRC are causing issues where categories are applied which do not reflect the noise levels of the event in progress, Cllr James handed out a report which shows several breaches, (reproduced below):
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Other concerns include: light pollution, loud music between 4 and 6pm, loud tannoy announcements. Cllr James highlighted the parking issues, including queues not being managed and parkin on verges. KCC have published dates where road marshalling will take place, but it is unclear whether or not LHRC are required to adhere to this, information from KHRC indicates that they do not.

Cllr James also commented in respect of the LHRC events calendar which may not be complete, it is understood that this is a DDC requirement.

4. 	TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 22nd SEPTEMBER 2021

The minutes of the last meeting held on 22nd September were agreed to be a true and accurate record: proposed by Cllr Akehurst, seconded Cllr Hodges ALL AGREED.

· Construction of engineered bunds at Dumbrill Hill – The Clerk will follow this up with DDC/KCC as it has been noted that trenches are now being dug towards the A2 and security gates have been installed.
· Speeding near Selsted School – Cllr Thomas will follow up with the school.
· Cllr Akehurst reported that Neighbourhood Watch will restart operation in Dover shortly.

8.	PARISH

i. Highways, footpaths, public rights of way

Cllr Bevan reported that a traffic survey undertaken by KCC in Wootton did not identify speeding issues and that there was no requirement to move any signs. In Denton it was found that moving the 30mph limit out toward Folkestone would have a beneficial impact along with a 40mps buffer zone which would be imposed by KCC. The cost to the Parish Council would be £5139 which would cover the civils aspect of the project. In consideration of our proposed budget, Cllr Bevan will ask KCC to reduce this contribution to get closer to £4500. Other suggestion have included flashing signs, but KCC are not supportive of this although they would assist Police with managing speed through the 40mph buffer area as well.

It was proposed by Cllr Bevan that the 30mp extension is progressed as above, seconded by Cllr Thomas ALL AGREED.

Cllr James asked Cllr Bevan to also look into flooding issues at a couple of locations in Wootton.

Remedial action is needed at the Wootton Parkside triangle which has been damaged by vehicles. Cllr James to progress with KCC.

Cllr James also suggested that ‘20 is plenty’ signs may be used to slow traffic in some areas, these would have a low cost and could be fixed to the posts which hold the ‘unsuitable for HGV’s’ signs. This will be looked into for the next meeting and costings obtained.

A260 speed restriction proposal between Barham and Arters – following correspondence received from Cllr Mike Sole (KCC), it was agreed that the Clerk will write offering support for a 40mph limit. 

ii. Village green 

Nothing to report.





iii. The Green Canopy Project and Platinum Jubilee 2022

Cllr Thomas has investigated this and proposed that 6-8 ft trees could be planted at the cricket/recreation ground for a cost of £300, seconded by Cllr James, ALL AGREED.

Cllr James proposed purchasing two benches to commemorate the Platinum Jubilee,  locations suggested were cricket field at Wootton and to replace the old bench at Denton. The clerk will obtain quotes for discussion at the next meeting.

v. Overhead Power works

Cllr Thomas suggested that a proactive approach might avoid power outages over the winter. If trees are threatening power lines parishioners are encouraged to report them to the Parish Council or UKPN.
