
KIRKLINTON PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the VIRTUAL Annual General Meeting of Kirklinton Parish Council held on Tuesday 4 May 2021.
PRESENT
M Jack (Chairperson), I Armstrong, Mrs B Irving, Mrs M Story and J Marston.

APOLOGIES
Mrs N Spedding and D Allan. Mr Allan attempted to join the meeting but was unable to do so due to technical difficulties with Zoom.
ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR

Following a request for nominations Mr M Jack was re-elected as Chairperson and Mrs M Story was elected as Vice-Chairperson for the Parish Council for the ensuing year.
REQUESTS FOR DISPENSATIONS
No requests were received.
DECLARATION OF INTERESTS

 None received.
MINUTES of the Meeting held on Tuesday 23 February 2021 were approved as a correct record and duly signed by the Chairperson.
MATTERS ARISING

(a) Play area – monthly inspections
Weekly Inspection Sheets were issued to the next Members on the rota.

(b) Play area – re-placement flat seats
It was reported that two new flat seats had been fitted by Mr Allan.
(c)  Play area – improvements to the main access
It was reported that the main entrance to the site had been re-surfaced with hardcore.

(d) Speed Indicator Signs
The Clerk reported that Kevin Crawley, the County Council’s Traffic Management Teal Leader, had responded to the Parish Council’s request for advice and guidance on the installation of Speed Indicator Signs.
He indicated that the Parish Council’s request for permanent Speed Indicator Signs on the A6071 would be considered by the CRASH Group which is part of the Cumbria Road Safety Partnership. The purpose of this was to ensure that signs are installed on those routes where they will have the greatest benefit and backed up with relevant data which indicates that there is a speeding issue that cannot be addressed through other means.

He confirmed that the request would be considered at a meeting of the Group in early May.   

(e) Road from the A6071 towards Hetherside
It was reported that some remedial work had been undertaken but was far from resolving the issue to everyone’s satisfaction.
(f) Play area – Minor Vandalism
The Clerk reported that he had obtained some advice and guidance on the issue of Local Councils installing CCTV cameras in a public area. The number of laws covering this issue was extensive and could, in practice, make the use of CCTV complicated, for example it is a requirement of data protection legislation to notify people entering a CCTV protected area that the area is monitored by CCTV and that pictures are recorded. 

It was concluded that the problem did not justify the amount of work and record keeping required in order to comply with all the relevant legislation governing the installation of CCTV cameras.   
INCOME AND EXPENDITURE 2021/22
The Income and Expenditure position as at 4 May 2021 compared with the approved Budget was noted.

FINAL OUT-TURN 202021 AND AUDIT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 31 MARCH 2021
(1) Final Out-turn for 2020/21 
 A Statement showing the final out-turn in terms of Income and Expenditure set against the approved budget was agreed.

(2) Annual Internal Audit Report 2020/21
The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council’s Accounts had been audited by the Council’s Internal Auditor, Mr S Alcock, who had completed and signed a Report to that effect. The Report was approved.

(3) Section 1 ‘Annual Governance Statement 2020/21’ of the Annual Governance and Accountability Return 2020/21 Part 2
The statements set out in the above document were each considered in detail following which the Parish Council was able to respond to each of the statements in the affirmative. The Annual Governance Statement was approved and duly signed by the Chairperson and the Clerk to that effect.
(4) Section 2 ‘Accounting Statements 2020/21’
The Accounting Statements based on the Final Out-turn figures were approved by the Parish Council and duly signed by the Chairperson and the Clerk as the Responsible Financial Officer.
(5) Certificate of Exemption
It was agreed that the Parish Council should certify itself as exempt from a limited assurance review under Section 9 of the Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015 and the Chairperson and Clerk, as the Responsible Financial Officer, were authorised to sign the ‘Certificate of Exemption’.   
(6) Appointment of Internal Auditor for 2021/22
It was reported that Mr K Stewart who had acted as the Parish Council’s Internal Auditor had resigned the position. The Parish Council agreed to give some thought on who could undertake this work in 2021/22 and let the Chairman have details on possible candidates.
