038/18 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/17/00787/LBC – replacing single glazed windows with double glazed maintaining similar building materials and style – 4 West Street
WP/18/00076/VAR – variation of condition 3 of planning permission ref: WP/17/00397/FUL as existing ceiling structure is sufficient to stop any airborne noise.  Wording of condition could be varied so that sound insulation is provided upon receipt of any noise complaint – 31 Station Rd
WP/18/00080/FUL – proposed new dwelling with off road parking – re-submission of planning application WP/17/00061/FUL – 36 Victoria St
WP/18/00092/FUL – change of use to open storage (B8) – land above 23, 25 Mallard Cl
WP/18/00094/FUL – 1st floor extension over existing garage & single storey extension – 4 Spring Gardens
WP/18/00095/FUL – single storey rear extension to replace existing linked outbuilding/conservatory – 41 Manor Rd
WP/18/00121/FUL – proposed vehicular access to Harrowick Lane to provide parking, including rebuilding of existing wall to provide visibility and an electric sliding gate – 18 West St
WP/18/00124/FUL – loft conversion with dormers to front and rear – 53 Sunnyside
Following discussion, it was resolved that a site viewing be requested for application WP/18/00080/FUL.  No comments were to be made on the other applications received.

039/18 Finance & Projects
(a) Appointment of Councillors as Internal Controllers – this item was delegated to the Finance Committee to discuss and make a decision.

040/18 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – the Clerk advised that 18 crimes were recorded in Earls Barton in February.  It was noted that the increase was mainly due to an incident on The Square in early February.  It was agreed that the Clerk raise the issue to police presence at Parish Council meetings at the next Joint Action Group meeting on Wednesday 14 March.
 
041/18 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – an update on a meeting held with DWH was provided.  It was resolved that a meeting be sought with DWH to specifically discuss the land transfer.  It was also reported that the new governing body for the facility, the Earls Barton Sports & Community Trust, has now been set up as a charity.  

042/18 Events Committee
It was to adopt the minutes of the Events Committee meeting held on 20 February 2018 as a correct record.

043/18 Earls Barton Museum Trust
It was agreed that further storage can be provided in the Cemetery Chapel for the Museum Trust.  Representatives from the Museum Trust will be invited to the next Parish Council meeting to discuss their proposals for a heritage trail and for events to commemorate the end of WW1.

044/18 Carols on The Square
The matter regarding the sound system.has been referred to John Rees by the Carols on The Square organisers, and the Clerk will arrange a meeting.  Cllr Wells to look into the provision of hand held radios and report back at the next Parish Council meeting.

045/18 Lease on Pioneer Sports Field 
It was resolved that an increase on the length of the lease be requested (to 10 or 15 years).  If this is not acceptable, the lease will be approved under the current terms.

046/18 Annual Parish Meeting
It was agreed that the Annual Parish Meeting will be held on Monday 9 April, immediately prior to the April Parish Council meeting.

047/18 Skate Park Project
The proposed size of the new skate park was approved.  It was agreed that a further consultation should now be held and the grant application process should begin.  It was also requested that the provision of lighting should be explored as part of the project.

048/18 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Junction Churchill Road/Broad Street – update – a site meeting is scheduled to take place on Wednesday 14 March to discuss options.
(b) Park Street Car Park Wall Repairs – the Clerk has met with a stone mason and is currently awaiting a quote for the work to be carried out.
(c) Park Street Car Park Legal Case – update – it has been confirmed that the request by the claimant for permission to appeal the decision relating to ownership of the car park has been refused.
(d) Footpath from Elizabeth Way to DWH development – as the entrance of the footpath is unregistered, the Clerk will contact NCC Rights of Way for advice.
(e) Request for parking restrictions – Sunnyside – following discussion, it was agreed that, as white advisory lines are already in place, a request for double yellow lines would not be made at this point.  
(f) E-on Change of Energy Prices – Cllr Dodds to look into.
(g) Village Maintenance Operative – as only one application had been received for the position, it was agreed that the applicant be offered the position subject to them acquiring the necessary public liability insurance.

049/18 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Cllr Robert Gough, County Councillor – Cllr Gough advised that the government inspectors report is expected by the end of the week.  
(b) Earls Barton Library – update – All libraries earmarked for closure will be reduced to 3 day per week opening from 1 April, with closure scheduled by the end of September. The 21 libraries affected are looking to work together under a Community Benefit Society.  A meeting with Friends of EB Library is scheduled for Thursday 15 March to discuss funding available and whether the service would be viable for the community to run it.  EBPC has budgeted money towards the service for the financial year 2018/19, and it was agreed that no further money would be available from EBPC during that financial year.
