17/984 Grant request
        To consider the following grant applications which was deferred from the previous meeting:
Marie Curie Cancer Care
The Clerk reported that she has contacted the Head Office of Marie Curie and they 
confirmed that services to people who have a terminal illness are free of charge. 
RESOLVED – that the Committee agreed to award a grant of £200 to Marie Curie Cancer  
Care towards providing palliative care.


17/985 Budget information
        The Committee received a budget breakdown from the Clerk up until the end of December 
        2017, which included a budget forecast up to the 31st March 2018. Variance’s in budget 
        figures were explained and recommendations were made.

17/986 Precept 2018/19
        The Committee reviewed the provisional precept figures and discussed projects which they 
        wanted to include in the 2018/19 budget:

· To continue with a Senior Citizens Christmas Party, but to hold a Christmas Party Committee meeting to look at ways to reach isolated residents who don’t currently attend the Christmas Parties.  The Clerk was asked to look at alternative options to deliver the annual Christmas party to ensure best value.


· Purchase a projector for the meeting room to aid planning meetings and local groups.  The Clerk was tasked to obtain quotes for a projector.

· To purchase additional poppies to mark 100 years from end of the 1st World War.

· Look at replacement kitchen units for the Parish Centre.

	RESOLVED – that the Committee agreed that the provisional precept figure for 2018/19 
	should remain the same as 2017/18.  It was noted that the CTSS Grant for 2018/19 will 
    be reduced to from £4905 to £1825.
 
	The Clerk will return the precept form to Telford & Wrekin Council once it has been 
 	agreed at next week’s Full Council meeting.

17/987  Emergency repair
        The Clerk brought it to the attention of the Committee that following an annual service the 
        previous afternoon, the Parish Centre’s boiler has been condemned due to carbon 
        monoxide leaking. The contractor turned off the boiler and declared it to be unsafe, so the 
        centre has no hot water or central heating.  

        The Clerk asked the Committee to agree to replace the boiler immediately based on a 
        single quote of £1860 and the work would be completed today. If three quotes have to be
        obtained, the Parish Centre will have to remain closed due to the cold weather.

        RESOLVED – that the Committee agreed that the Clerk should instruct Addison and Lans 
        to replace the boiler at a cost of £1860.
