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Oli for Creld1 Warriors

Oli  successfully completed his
incredible challenge of running 7
marathons in 7 days from
Chaddleworth on 15" December for
Creld1.

It was a massive challenge, but Oli
powered through. Despite his knee
giving way early on, nothing could

stop him from finishing the
challenge.
Through his relentless

determination, Oli managed to raise
just over an astounding £60,000.
This funding has already allowed
vital research to begin, which brings
us one step closer to understanding
the gene mutation that causes
Creldl, and hopefully, one day,
finding a treatment for our brave
warriors.
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Creldl is a newly discovered
genetic disorder that impacts the
development and function of
multiple organ systems. Children
with Creld1 often face severe health
complications, including  heart
defects, immune dysfunction, and
neurological issues, and severe
seizures. Tragically, many of these
children don'’t survive beyond early
childhood due to the relentless
nature of the condition.

Angus was diagnosed with this rare
disorder last summer. It was an
incredibly frightening and uncertain
time for us, but through connecting
with other Creld1 warriors and their
families, we found hope. And this is
why we are committed to doing all
we can to help.
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We don't know what the future holds
for Angus but what we do know is
we will do everything we can to help
him.
