1. Apologies and reason for absence
Cllr Ian Pilcher – personal reasons.

Breckland Cllr Ian Sherwood – unexpected work commitment.

PC Button – annual leave.
2. Declarations of interest

There were no declarations of interest noted.
Due to Covid-19 restrictions there were no public in attendance at the meeting and no questions were submitted in advance.

3. Reports: Police, principal authority
3.1 
Police – 
PC Button was unable to attend the meeting however provided the following report in advance:

“As you know the current priorities as voted in at the SNAP meeting are Speeding in the Parishes around the town, drug related offences within the town, Anti-Social Behaviour within the town. I gave my report with the stats for the halfway point at the last meeting. We are now three-quarters of the way through this SNAP period, and I am pleased to say that progress and results have continued. I will be presenting the final stats at the SNAP on the 30th June. My focus over the last few weeks has been visibly supporting businesses around the town as COVID regs start to change. I have been patrolling the market working in partnership with Ruth Ostler. I have been visiting the licensed premises every few days to ensure compliance and provide reassurance. I am pleased to say that largely the regulation relaxations in Swaffham appear to have gone as smoothly as possible. One area of concern for businesses in the town was reports of a batch of counterfeit £20 being used. This seemed confined to Charity Shops and only occurred on one day. This strikes me as a specific person/group that passed through the town on that day and has specifically targeted these businesses. The message was spread quickly by us via social media. I am pleased to say that there are no specific crime trends or series of concern that have occurred since the last meeting.

I have noticed that since the school half term/yr11 study leave has started, reports of amplified music on the Rec have started creeping back up. I will be letting all of the response officers know and we will be keeping an eye on it.

I have a couple of weeks leave now but upon my return I will be working hard on the Problem-Solving Plans in relation to the SNAP priorities in preparation for the SNAP meeting. I will send out the final details for the meeting asap. I am also preparing to be joined on the 5th July by the new 2nd Beat Manager, PC 472 Justin Johnson. He has extensive SNT experience and shares my enthusiasm for high visibility within the town and our surrounding villages. His experience and our previous working relationship will allow him to hit the ground running. This will bring Swaffham Safer Neighbourhood Team up to full strength, in line with Dereham and Watton and help to provide more resilience and visibility around the town.”
Cllrs were keen to see PC Button at a future meeting and it was proposed that a specific invite be issued for the next meeting.
It was agreed to issue a personal invite to PC Button to the next Council meeting in July 2021.

3.2    Norfolk County Councillor 
Cllr Colman provided a report that was circulated in advance – see Appendix 1.
3.3    Breckland Councillor   
Cllr Colman confirmed that the Breckland Deputy Leader had, earlier in the day, confirmed that Swaffham would 99.9% be one of the two projects to benefit as part of the Economic Development Plan with initial meetings to begin in August 2021.

There were no further updates regarding Sports & Leisure, despite repeated efforts, however Cllr Colman did confirm that Sarah Suggitt had promised to meet with Swaffham Town Council when next available to discuss matters.
Cllr Edwards enquired about a complaint made against him and asked why the result had not yet been circulated. The Town Clerk confirmed this was due to some queries on the QC’s report and it would be brought to the next Council meeting.

         Additionally Cllr Edwards enquired about his Freedom of Information request, lodged with Breckland DC, which he hadn’t had a response on; Cllr Wickerson promised to investigate this for him.

Cllr Wickerson added that he had attended the June Overview & Scrutiny Committee, and it was highlighted that favourable results were being reported on the responsiveness around Freedom of Information requests.
Cllr Wickerson also confirmed he had organised a meeting and tour of Swaffham with Paul Claussen and Andrew Holdsworth; it was hoped an increased awareness and understanding of Swaffham would help when future requests were put forward by Swaffham. 
4. Report from the Mayor and Town Clerk
4.1. Co-option for Casual Vacancy on the Town Council
It was noted there were four people who had expressed an interest in becoming a Town Councillor: -

a) Mr. John Zielinski 

b) Ms. Nayna Bass 

c) Mrs. Caroline Ellerbeck

d) Mr. Leslie Smith

All resumes received were circulated to Councillors for review prior to the meeting.
Each candidate was called into the meeting, one by one, to address the Council and answer any questions.
Once all candidates had been seen a paper vote was undertaken; each councillor recorded the name of their preferred candidate and signed the paper vote. 
The Town Clerk counted the paper votes and announced the candidate with the majority of votes was Mrs Nayna Bass (who received 8 votes).
Ms Bass was co-opted by a clear majority and asked to sign her declaration of office. On signing Cllr Bass was invited to attend the remainder of the meeting as a voting Councillor. 

4.2. Mayor’s Announcements 
The Mayor confirmed attending the Heroes awards at the Buttercross earlier in the month.
1.1. Urgent reports, correspondence, or information at the Mayor’s discretion

There were no late announcements.
4.3. Town Clerk Report and Councillors Questions:  
The Town Centre Wi-Fi – it was noted there was a problem identified with the cabling and switch for the router, that had now been repaired and all was working again.
Public Toilets non-domestic rates refund – the Town Clerk confirmed that that due to the change in legislation non-domestic rates for public toilets had now been abolished. The Town Council had been notified that there were two refunds on the way, for April and May of this year, £770.30 will be credited, also a further £3,842.30 will be refunded for the financial year 2020-21, backdated to 1st April 2020. Thanks were given to Cllr Darby for his work on achieving these refunds. 
The Town Clerk gave a brief update on progress of the legal issues with the Town Pound, Church Wall, and Church Rooms.
Cllr Oliver raised a query regarding the Rec Toilets, following several questions from the public who were asking for them to be reopened for the summer school holidays for the children.

The Town Clerk explained that after the toilets were refurbished and reopened they were vandalised daily and the Council then took the decision to close them and only reopen them for managed events.

Cllrs discussed the issue, and it was proposed to reopen the Recreation Toilets, for a two-week trial period at the start of the school summer holidays.
It was agreed, by a majority vote, to reopen the Recreation Ground Public Toilets for a two-week trial period at the start of the school summer holidays.

Cllrs then discussed opening times and it was proposed to set an automatic opening time of 10a.m to 6pm daily with timers on the doors.

It was agreed, by a majority vote, to open the toilets during the trial period from 10a.m–6pm daily with automatic door timers.

5. Minutes

6. Finance
6.1. Accounts for June 2021

It was agreed to accept the payments for June 2021.
6.2. NALC membership for 2021-22 (including formal request to include on the June agenda by the required number of Councillors 

Further information was circulated to Councillors regarding the NALC membership for 2021-22 and it was highlighted there was no legal obligation to be a member of any organisation. 

NALC offered to reduce the subscription for 2021-22 to £630.00, as stated at the previous meeting, and had now confirmed that there would be no need for increases next year.

Cllrs discussed the reduced subscription fees, and the support provided to Cllrs and Officers and it was proposed by Cllr Matthews, seconded by Cllr Darby to resume membership with NALC for 2021.22.

It was agreed, by a majority vote - 6 for, 4 against, 2 abstentions - to resume membership with NALC for 2021.22.

1.1. Draft Budget for Christmas Light Switch On – Sat 4th/Sun 5th December 2021

A draft budget was prepared by the Deputy Clerk in conjunction with the Christmas Market and Light Switch-on Working Group and circulated with the Interim report prior to the meeting.

Cllr Bell briefly explained the balanced budget and plans for the proposed ice rink/major attraction, in the town. Cllrs asked the cost of a 2nd day of the ice rink and were advised this would be only an additional £500.

Cllrs discussed the budget and plans for the ice rink/major attraction and the merits of extending this to a second day as well. 

Cllrs were asked to approve the balanced budget presented to the Council.

It was unanimously agreed to approve the draft Budget for Christmas Light Switch On presented to the Council.

Cllrs were asked to consider extending the ice rink/major attraction to two days, on the proviso that it was financially viable to do so.

It was unanimously agreed to approved extending the ice rink/major attraction to cover two days, on the proviso it was financially viable to do so.
7. Correspondence or Information
7.1. General


a) Weekly correspondence or information 

Councillors were asked to note the correspondence previously circulated.
b) Draft Health & Safety Policy.

The Draft Health & Safety Policy was circulated with the Agenda for amendment and approval.
Cllr Anscombe asked for the Council to be added to the ‘family tree’ within the Policy.
It was unanimously agreed to accept the revised Health & Safety Policy, with one addition of the ‘Town Council’ at the top of the ‘family tree’ of responsibility.

c) Town Assembly format and review.
Various information was circulated regarding previous Annual Town Assemblies as examples of previous agendas and topics.

Cllr Anscombe asked Cllrs for their thoughts on a proposed Annual Town Assembly dedicated to a key topic of interest to the town. The topic for recommendation this year would be the Green Agenda for Swaffham with input from Breckland and Norfolk County Council.

It was unanimously agreed to schedule the Annual Town Assembly around a key topic of discussion – Green Agenda for Swaffham – with input from Breckland and Norfolk County Councils.

The Town Clerk was tasked with creating an Agenda for the 2021 Annual Town Assembly to be held on Thursday 29th July in the Assembly Rooms at 6.30p.m.

1.1. Breckland Council
a) Welcome Back Fund & Digital Signage Project.
A proposal from Breckland Council regarding a Digital Signage Project was circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting for review and consideration.

Cllrs Wickerson and Colman expressed disappointment as they were not aware of the proposal being circulated in advance and so were unable to provide support to the Council in making a decision.

After discussion it was proposed that the Council decline to accept the proposed project for the town as the cost was not feasible and the digital boards were not in keeping with plans for the town.

It was unanimously agreed to decline the proposed Digital signage boards project for the town.

b) Green Planters

Cllr Anscombe gave a brief overview of the new green planters that Breckland were proposing for the War Memorial area of the town. 

Cllrs were in favour of the project in principle however asked for additional information regarding timing, positioning, content, and upkeep.

It was agreed to accept the green planters project in principle subject to additional information being agreed on timing, positioning, content, and upkeep.

c) Quarterly meeting on 2nd June 2021 hosted by Breckland Leader Sam Chapman-Allen with all Breckland Towns.

The Mayor and Deputy Clerk attended the quarterly meeting and provided a brief update that was circulated prior to the meeting.

Next steps agreed for Norwich western link

Monday’s full county council EGM voted to endorse that morning’s cabinet decision to proceed with next steps for the Norwich western link road.

A main contractor will now be appointed, and a business case submitted to the Department for Transport.

The Government is being asked to cover 85 per cent of the project’s £198 million cost, leveraging vital national investment into the county. Under DfT criteria, the project represents “high value for money”.

The proposed 3.8-mile road would link the Broadland Northway with the A47 and carry 30,000 vehicles per day.

An additional £22 million would be spent on environmental measures, including green bridges and wildlife underpasses, following extensive survey work.

A call has gone out this week for employers to back a new £800,000 project set to bring a welcome boost for young people taking their first steps on the career ladder.

Norfolk employers urged to pledge support for young people’s careers

Launching this week, the Youth Pledge for Employers is a European Social Fund (ESF) funded project that aims to develop opportunities for young people to engage in work-based experiences with a wide range of small and medium enterprises (SMEs) across Norfolk and Suffolk.

Norfolk CC are selling discounted compost bins at Norfolk Recycling Centres in a drive to make the county greener.

With more than a third of the contents of people’s bins at home made up of waste that could be composted, the aim is to make it easier for people to join the thousands of others who have already discovered the benefits of composting.

This composting campaign is about reducing and recycling waste and complements the ongoing FoodSavvy project which aims to help people cut their food waste. Composting further reduces the amount we put in our bins and recycles the waste into really useful compost for our house and garden plants.

The campaign aims to sell 1,500 cut price home compost bins online and through recycling centres, meaning that an additional 225 tonnes of waste will be composted at home each year.
