VISION STATEMENT




Over the next 15 years, we wish to sustain and nurture the features of our village that contribute positively to quality of life and the local environment, through a carefully managed ecological approach that facilitates sustainable growth whilst maintaining a high-quality landscape.  To that end, we aim to maintain the distinctive structure of the village, with almost all housing disposed linearly on through roads or lanes, and grouped in small hamlets separated by green spaces.  The rural character of  the village should be promoted through publicly accessible green spaces and relatively large gardens, which link to open countryside directly, or via green corridors, thereby helping to support biodiversity.  New housing should be modest in scale and size (principally one, two or three bedrooms), making it better suited to young families and older people wishing to downsize, and sympathetic to the nature of existing buildings with respect to materials and design.
