25/0037 Declarations of interest relating to agenda items: None

25/0038 Minutes of the last meeting to be approved: Resolved that the           minutes of the meeting held on the 9th of July be confirmed as a correct record of that meeting.
25/0039 Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting: None
25/0040 Police: The parish council were disappointed that a representative from the Police had not attended the meeting following an invitation from the Chairman.  The council wished to discuss a theft of cash from the Country Fayre and a break in at the neighbouring property on the same evening.  
25/0041 County / Borough Council Report
Cllr MacDonald reported that the new Government have increased house building targets by 75%, with Test Valley Borough Council now required to demonstrate a housing stock of 920 properties per year instead of 520. As a result of this Property Developers may take advantage of the situation by taking planning applications to committee for approval because the Local Plan is not currently up to date with the new housing stock requirements.  The Borough Council have asked for a transitional period. The National Policy will override any Neighbourhood Plans during this transition and villages may not be protected from development.
25/0042 Planning / Neighbourhood Plan
The following decisions have been received from TVBC

24/01570/FULLS 8 Manor Road – Disconnect from communal system and instal private septic tank – permission.
24/01760/AGNS Land rear of Lockerley Water Farm – Prior approval not required.
24/02140/LBWS Blacksmith Cottage – The parish council made not comment on this application.
25/0043 Trees at Manor Road

It was reported that the trees to the side of the old Police House have been trimmed. Aster have also arranged for the removal of the Ash trees by the garages as they were considered a potential hazard to the garages.  This will also open up the area allowing better access to the Sewage Treatment Plant.

The large Oak tree on the junction needs an assessment for safety reasons and will be highlighted to Hampshire County Council. (21748997)
25/0044 Play and community area
It was reported that two cars have remained parked at the carpark for over a month, one of which has now been moved.  Cllr Brigdale has spoken to the owner of the remaining car.
25/0045 Lengths man / Footpaths
The lower hanging boughs of the trees on the roadside footpath near the garages need cutting back and the foliage on the roadside brickwall near the play area needs further cutting back.
25/0046 Highways:
Flooding at the business units appears to be due to a log jammed into a drain here.  Once cleared, the council will ask the landowner if the Lengthsman can routinely keep the drain clear to prevent further flooding.  A culvert on the opposite side of the road installed recently by Highways is working well.  
A pothole on the Queenwood Road will be reported by Cllr Brigdale.

25/0047 Finance

The parish council balance was reported to be £10872.00, and Cllr Brigdale advised that insurance and grass cutting costs were due totalling approximately £1000 each.  Taking into account the current balance the parish council do not plan, at this stage, to increase the precept next year.
