Public Participation
Member of public raised concerns that the Old Vol are still using beer garden and car park which was rejected by planning.  The owner has so far not engaged with the council.  Cllr Freeman suggested inviting him to the next parish council meeting.  ACTION: Clerk to invite to next meeting.

Cllr Ravenscroft declared an interest in a later item and will leave the meeting when this item is discussed.

022/25 To accept the Minutes from the last Parish Council meeting
Minutes of the meetings on 12th May and 23rd June were accepted as a true record, and signed by the Chair.

Cllr Jackson was not in attendance.

024/25 Village maintenance and Highways
Cllr Ravenscroft raised the problem of pot holes on the road.  Parking was discussed in item 030/25 below.

Nothing to report.

026/25	Clerk pay
Chair proposed for Clerk’s pay to be brought in line with pay from Gunthorpe PC.  All in favour.

[bookmark: _Hlk75788137]027/25 Planning (final decisions are made by NSDC Planning Department)
a. Applications: 25/01081/FUL|Change of use of agricultural buildings for up to 35 weddings/events per year, including external alterations to buildings and use of field for temporary associated car parking. Change of use of main farmhouse to holiday accommodation.|Mill Farm Gonalston Lane Hoveringham NG14 7JJ

Cllrs raised concerns about noise from the venue.  Cllrs wanted to point out that this is the second establishment in the area asking for retrospective planning. The application states that events will end by 11.00pm and music will be inside.  Cllrs thought the number of events is high over the course of a year.  ACTION: Clerk to submit comments that PC have no big objections if they will abide by noise conditions set out in application.  

028/25 Finances (PD)
a. Clerk pay for May, June & July APPOROVED. 
Gratuity cost £27 (reimbursement to Cllr Freeman) APPROVED.  
To note payment of £250 donation from Community Development Fund and £100 donation from West Bridgford Lodge of Masons towards Caythorpe Fun day. NOTED.
b. Bank reconciliation: current balance at £14993.20.  This will be approved at the next meeting as could not be submitted in time for this meeting.  

029/25 Website
Discussion of whether to move to gov.uk domain and change address to caythorpeparishcouncil.gov.uk.  ACTION: Clerk to fill out form.

030/25 Traffic problems
a. Parking outside cricket club – there are spaces for around 150 cars in the car park, but some have been parking on Caythorpe Road making it difficult to pass.  The lane next to the club has been cordoned off by the fire brigade so no parking can take place.  ACTION: Clerk to write to cricket club about appropriate parking during big events and car sharing
b. Speeding – not as many joyriders, but is still happening.  Cllrs talked about how to raise the information about how to report speeders.  ACTION: Clerk to put a message on Facebook to let residents know how to report issues.  Write letter to the Old Vol to remind them and their staff that the speed limit is 30mph.

031/25 Correspondence

Flood resilience scheme grant – Pump has been purchased.  Invoice forwarded to Clerk.  ACTION - Clerk to claim back if covered by the grant. 
ACTION: Cllr Ravenscroft to speak to Simon Harbidge re pumps and storage.

032/25	Trustee Responsibilities
Discussion of history of trusteeship over Memorial Hall.  It was unclear as to what level of trustee we are, but likely Custodian Trustees.  VHC insurance cover trustee liability, public liability and management of building, which would suggest they are Managing Trustees.  There is no financial responsibility on PC, but an annual report needs preparing.  ACTION: Cllr Newbury to talk to Charity Commission and get clarity on our responsibilities as a PC.  

033/25 Co-option policy for councillors
The vacancies for councillors was announced at the Open Parish Meeting in May.  There has been one applicant for the position who has completed an application form.  The applicant was co-opted and will be informed.  Paperwork will be sent for completion.
