1. Apologies – acceptance and approval.

2. Declarations of interest. – None

3. To approve revised risk assessment in relation to COVID due to relaxation of rules.
Chairman reported on existing risk assessment & confirmed due to relaxation of rules their was a lighter touch to compliance; however; masks, sanitizer, logging in via scanning 3d bar code, social distancing & lower occupancy numbers were in place.
Approved revised risk assessment.
4. To consider a response to N & S D C Local Development Framework Plan Review- Allocations and Development Management Development Plan Document (ADMDPD) – Options report consultation & consultation of the Open Space Strategy.
Chairman invited N & S D C R.Blaney to explain the process from N & S D C perspective and how the need for a consultation had been arrived at.  The Local Development Framework (LDF) is subject to 5 yearly review; however, deemed no need to identify additional residential and commercial building as original allocation deemed adequate.  As part of the inclusive & transparent process there was a call for traveller sites in order that consideration for travellers could be assessed.  22 such sites were put forward Fiskerton being one of them.  Historically the site had been turned down for housing approx. 9 years ago.  N & S D C already have adequate suitable sites in Ollerton & Newark & does not consider Fiskerton site suitable.
Cllr. RB responded to public queries.
Cllr. HG presented Fiskerton-cum-Morton Parish Council’s draft response. (refer to Appendix ‘A’ ) Members of the public were invited to present their concerns which were addressed by Councillors.  
Parish Councillors unanimously supported the response including adding an additional clause “It should be noted that there is no existing gypsy or traveller community in the vicinity of the the Parish.”

Appendix ‘A’
Fiskerton-cum-Morton Parish Council Response to N&SDC Consultation on the ‘Amended Allocations & Development Management Development Plan – Options Report’
The Parish Council, support Newark and Sherwood District Council in undertaking this review and subsequent options report. We support the rights and entitlements of the Gypsy and Traveller communities to have suitable accommodation within Newark and Sherwood District.
All our responses, where relevant, are informed by our Neighbourhood Plan, which was made in December 2019 and received the support of 82% of the population following community consultation that was recognised as outstanding by the Examiner in her report.
Q1 - Affordable Housing Provision
        YES - Our Neighbourhood Plan identified a limited need for suitable and affordable accommodation for the ageing population of the parish and also young families - in particular 1 and 2 bed bungalows and houses (See FCM1 1.b) with all developments being small scale and within the existing built-up area as defined in the plan.
Q2 - Entry Level Exception Sites - YES
Q3 - Housing Mix, Type and Density - YES but our comments to Q1 are relevant here.
Q4 - Re Southwell NP - YES
Q5 - Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Needs - YES
Q6 - Locational Approach - YES
Q7 - Site Identification - YES
Q8 - Tolney Lane - YES
Q9 - Newark Urban Area - YES
Q10 - West of the District - YES
Q11 - Rest of the District - YES - with regard to the proposed site at Gravelly Lane, Fiskerton (para 3.18.6) we would point out that, in addition to the flood risk and poor access due to the site being on a single track road, the site is also outside the built-up area as defined in policy FCM1 of the Neighbourhood Plan and as such any development of the site would be contrary to the plan and to the express wishes of the overwhelming majority of the residents of the parish.
In addition, Policy FCM5 (Character & Design) stipulates that the design and specifications of all developments must complement the established character of the villages.
We would contest the proximity to services given that all local villages are currently serviced by just one shop. There is no local school, and the nearest Medical Centre is in Southwell and as we understand it is at capacity. The infra structure in terms of sewers is already overstretched as evidenced by regular blockages and localised flooding of wastewater.  
We support the assertion that the needs of the gypsy and traveller community will be met in the Newark Urban and Western Areas on sites in those locations which are currently considered suitable, and we support the view that Fiskerton is not suitable for the reasons identified in the report alongside those we have identified. It should be noted that there is no existing gypsy or traveller community in the vicinity of the Parish.
Finally, given the overwhelming support for our Neighbourhood Plan we want to emphasise that any development outside the built-up area will be resisted by the parish council and by most of the residents.

21/01708/HOUSE Greenacre, Gravelly Lane, Fiskerton response in support of objection
The Parish Council support unanimously, the demolition and replacement of the garages as described in the application. 
Three of the Councillors oppose the construction of the stables and machinery store for the following reasons:
Due to previous planning applications being approved this property has been extended considerably from a two bedroom bungalow. It is our view that the cumulative impact is beyond an acceptable level.
The stables and garden machinery store encroach into the paddock area and beyond the building line. It is argued that this brings it within the criteria outlined in the Neighbourhood Plan and is outside the village envelope/ build up area.
