3.   To confirm the minutes of the previous meeting  The minutes of the previous meeting were unanimously approved as a true record and signed by the Chair.

4.1 B1264 Surface Nothing to report.  Ongoing.
4.2 B1264 Speeding Concerns  The parishioner will complete a survey request.  The PC await further information as to the outcome. Ongoing. 

4.3 Bus Shelter Roof  Cllr Bivens reported the work was now completed, she was asked to pass on the Cllrs thanks to Mr Bivens and Mr Evans.  Closed.

4.5 Village Hall Variation of Licence  Cllr Bainbridge reported on the conditions agreed for the granting of the licence.  They include no music outside, no consuming alcohol outside after 11pm and all windows and doors to remain closed after 11pm.  Closed.

5.1  NALC Model Standing Orders 2018(England)  Following discussion it was agreed to appoint a sub-committee to adapt the standing orders for the PC’s use, replacing those adopted in 2017.  GG/GR/DB will report to the September meeting.

5.2  Planning Training Hambleton DC  All 6 Cllrs expressed an interest in attending any planning related events to be organised.  The Clerk was asked to forward this information.  Ongoing.

5.3  Village Hall Hosepipe  It was agreed, following discussion re the provision of a hosepipe from the hall to water the flower beds, would be impractical.  Closed.
5.4  Nets to the Goals, Village Green  Cllr Rubin reported there was some damage to the nets probably caused by strimming, but this couldn’t be proved and the holes were not large enough to render them unusable.  The goal posts appear to be securely anchored making it impossible to move them for cutting the grass underneath.  The Chair and Mr Woodward agreed to look into the problem.   Closed.

10.1 Cllr Bainbridge declared an interest in 2 of the applications and left the meeting.


10.2  Planning Core Strategy Extracts  The Chair drew the Cllrs attention to the core strategy when making their decision on the applications before them.


10.3  19/01324/OUT Application for outline planning permission with access to be considered(all other matters reserved) for the creation of a detached dwelling Orchard House Stobarts Lane Low Worsall Mr R Booth  Following some discussion as to the increase in vehicles along the bridleway, the reasons for the refusal of other applications accessing the lane, the addition of another dwelling to the number already proposed at Low Worsall, it was resolved to object to the application.  Closed.

10.4  19/01146/MRC Application for variation of Condition 4(approved drawings relating to planning application 16/02674/FUL – 5 detached dwellings with garages, associated works and provision of public open space) Land to the west of the Ship Inn Mr R Peel  Changes to elevations and materials.   The proposed buff brick is now to be red brick and it is suggested the cladding be softer than the grey.  Cllr Gibb expressed concerns about the adoption of the access road from Manor Close.  The Clerk was asked to try to clarify the points raised with the Planners.  Onging.


10.5  19/01228/FUL Construction of 9 dwellings to include 4 affordable dwellings, public open space and means of vehicular access. Land to the west of Ship Inn Low Worsall  Worsall Manor Investments.  A member of the public was very concerned that this proposal, together with others already approved, would result in a 27% increase in the number of houses in Low Worsall.  The Cllrs are aware that within Hambleton DC’s Settlement Hierachy, Low Worsall is categorised in ‘other settlements’ and as such unsustainable, it has a suggested limit of 5 for new dwellings.  Following further discussion the PC resolved to object to the application on the grounds of Hambleton DC guidance.   Closed.
