16/2840 Clerks Report on action taken since the last meeting

The Clerk gave the following report:

a)	Arriva - The Clerk wrote to Mr. Cheveaux, Area Managing Director of Arriva on 20th April to express disappointment that Mr. Crowsley did not attend our last meeting and informed him of concerns raised regarding the junction of Pickering Road and the bus driving over the footpath and asked him to give serious and urgent consideration to stopping this service through Richmond/Pickering Road.  The Clerk also invited Mr. Cheveaux or a designated Manager to attend one of our meetings.  No reply has been received to date.

b)	Parking Problems at Trench Road - further complaints have been received regarding parking.  A reply has been received from the Network Management Team who say they try and undertake a borough wide review of all on street parking restrictions on an annual basis to ensure they are legally correct and that they respond to changes in local circumstances.  Our request for new restrictions has been logged and as part of the next annual review process our comments will be considered. 

c)	PCSO Meeting with Jas Bedesha – The Chair and Clerk attended a meeting on 19th April and heard proposals on a trial for a new integrated community management which would see a dedicated PCSO work within a parish to target key issues of concern.  Four PCSOs are available and are on a first come first served basis to parishes but could be shared between 2 or 3 councils.  Since the meeting an email has been received from Oakengates Town Council asking if we had considered the possibility of sharing the PCSO provision and if we would like to meet to discuss this possibility further.  It was AGREED to discuss this request at the next Finance Committee Meeting.

g)	Resident Letter – Resident concerned about the condition of the churchyard after the first cut.  Also asking why the churchyard has been so flooded for the last five years.  The Clerk said that she will contact Fastrack regarding this complaint.
h) Resident Letter – Resident concerned about parking at Broadway Avenue as vans cars and taxis are parking on verges all along Broadway Avenue especially at the junction of Pinewood and Broadway Avenue and at times, as a pedestrian or driver you cannot see what is coming.  The resident is suggesting that the verges could be improved with planters which would help stop the parking and make the area more attractive.  It was AGREED to liaise with Andrew Banham to find out if we can make improvements to the verges via the Parish Environmental Team.
