living crises and the equalities and inequalities of the area.
e The new chief executive will be in post by February.
¢ Henshaw PC have reported parking issues at the school but members felt it was not an
issue they wished to take up.
¢ Planing has been undertaken on some of the roads but Ridley Village was missed.
e The blocked drain at the river bridge and the railway arch is still blocked.
e There are overhanging beech trees needing cut back along The Steel.
Clir Sharp will raise the latter issues with county.

The light in the shelter has still not been repaired.

Cllr Furlong met with Ben Thompson from Network Rail North to discuss the crossing as it is felt
it is not safe. ClIr Furlong reported that there was a proposal to re-align the gates to make the
cross straight rather than at an angle. There will be an awareness day on Wednesday 2™
November where Network Rail will have a presence all day to answer any questions or concerns.
The ramps to the platform are still too steep and need to be addressed.

A proposal has been submitted for footpaths and crossing points along the A69 at the garage.
Members were not happy about islands in the middle of the road. The clerk was asked to liaise
with Henshaw Parish Council for a response.

47/22 | Tyne Valley Parish Council Active Travel Route
CliIr Gill attended a meeting with councillors from councils along the Tyne who wish to create a
family friendly cycle route from Wylam to Haltwhistle. They have asked that each parish looks at
the options they may have and report back.
ClIr Gill liaised with Haydon Bridge and Henshaw and put forward 2 options. One is more
feasible, and members agreed that they preferred this one. As it was easier to achieve and took
cyclists through the villages.
CliIr Gill will report back at the next meeting.

Broadband Meeting — Clir's Gill and Oliver attended the meeting with Gill Cowell from
Northumberland County Council. There are still areas of Bardon Mill that do not receive fibre
broadband but BT Openreach are not considering these areas for providing it. Gill is working on
the Gigabit Project which is a government backed scheme. Rural Northumberland and Durham
are currently undertaking surveys but at this stage, it is not clear who will benefit.
We Fibre is a private provider who collect enough properties keen to sign up and then progress
this using grant vouchers that the properties are entitled to. It is not certain this scheme is still
in place so the clerk will contact WeFibre for details.
Other matters
e There have been reports of dog fouling at Allen Banks, National Trust land. The clerk
was asked to contact Julia Curry to report.
e The National Trust cabins at Beltingham have overhanging lime trees. The clerk was
asked to report this and request that they are cut back.
e There have been arctic lorries redirected off the A69 through Plenmeller and, instead of
going through Whitfield, they have driven down The Steel towards Ridley and got stuck.
Members asked the clerk to contact Plenmeller with Whitfield and Clir Hutchinson to ask
if a No HGV sign could be placed at the start of this route and perhaps have another one
at the Ridley end.
¢ ClIr Walton reported that he has had quite a few complaints about the cleanliness of the
toilets in Haltwhistle. It was agreed to write to Haltwhistle Town Council and David Hunt
from Northumberland County Council to complain.
