New Senior Football Pitch.

Mr. K Folley, Fleckney Athletic Saturday Senior Side Secretary explained to members that the team was currently in the Premier Division of the Leicester  & District League having been promoted last year from Division 1 and were now joint top with the possibility of promotion to the Leicester Senior League. The Club is very appreciative of the improved facilities that had been provided by the Parish Council, particularly the pitch and changing rooms. The Club would very much like to improve the facilities with dugouts and the provision of a spectator barrier around the pitch both of which would be needed if the Club did gain promotion. Fleckney Festival 2018.

Mr M Preston circulated to members a letter from Mr D Bromley expressing concern that the Parish Council had only seen fit to make a donation of £200 towards the cost of the 2017 Festival.
