3PL/2020/1086/HOU Demolition of existing conservatory and construction of new single storey flat roofed sunroom and extension to existing garage to form double garage with pitched roof. 15 Forest Grove. Mr & Mrs Davies. APPROVED
7. Planning Applications
7.1. 3OB/2020/0034/D Discharge of affordable housing obligation for 3PL/2014/1154/F as detailed in S106 Agreement dated 18/6/15. Land at Brandon Road Swaffham. Avant Homes. To note only.
It was asked whether the affordable housing numbers were ever checked. Cllr Scott offered to look into this.

7.2. 3PL/2020/0729/D Reserved matters application for 185 dwellings following outline permission 3PL/2015/0917/O. Land south of Norwich Road Barratt BDW Cambridgeshire.
NO OBJECTION – with comments: The Council remain concerned about the quality of the proposed flint work and would like a test panel approved by the Breckland Conservation Officer. They are also concerned that the Public Open Space should conform with the definition of offering opportunities for sport and recreation. The Council offer the suggestion that a specialist free draining grass parking surface might be used with the benefit of reducing run off and therefore less need for drainage sumps and providing more green space for visual amenity.
7.3. 3PL/2020/1027/F & 3PL/2020/1028/LB Change of use including alterations to listed buildings and erection of 7 no. Town houses with revised access to form 19 no. Dwellings. Old School House, 18 Market Place PE37 7QH. A.R. and V. Investments Ltd. 
OBJECTION with comments: The Council recognises the benefit of bringing such an important heritage site back into use and that a new build element is necessary for viability. It is understood that the Planning Authority is currently determining the viability assessment. If it concludes that there is room to reduce the new build element then the Council would prefer to see the overall mass of plots 5,6 & 7 reduced or re-aligned as the element which causes the most harm to the listed setting. It is also unclear from the plans if the 3 storey rear elevation of plots 8-11 will overlook the neighbouring

NO OBJECTIONS with comments: The material used must demonstrate a high quality in colour, finish and fine detailing to provide a satisfactory appearance in relation to the listed building. 
7.7. 3PL/2020/1246/VAR  Variation of Condition No 2 on 3PL/2018/1487/F- amendments to include increase of ridge height to form bedroom in roof space, rear dormer and other internal alterations. Broyden, Bears Lane. Mr James Swaffer. 
NO OBJECTIONS with comments: The council notes there are 2x windows which may overlook the neighbouring property to the west..

8.1 3PL/2020/1256/HOU Rear and side extension. 16 Northfield Road, Swaffham. PE37 7JB. 
NO OBJECTIONS.
8.2 3PL/2020/1269/LU Construction of single storey side and rear extension to property. (certificate of lawfulness) 137 Southlands, Swaffham. Mr Patrick Grange. To note only as permission already granted.
8.3 3PL/2020/1273/D Demolition of existing single storey dwelling and the erection of 4 no. dwellings approved under 3PL/2018/1267/O - approval of all matters including, access, scale, appearance, landscaping, and layout. Ambleside, Brandon Road, Swaffham. G & L Homes Ltd. 
NO OBJECTIONS with comments: The council were concerned that the rear elevations of plots 3 & 4 would overlook the property to the north and therefore effect their amenity space. It was also questioned as to whether there was sufficient room for a turning space at plot no 4.
8.4 3PL/2020/1281/LB Replacement shopfront. 1 London Street, Swaffham. Suevi Developments Ltd. 
OBJECTION with comments: The council would like to see the replacement kept in character with the listed building.
8.5 3PL/2020/1302/O Proposed Residential Development. Land at rear of 19 Providence Terrace. Adrienne Taylor.
OBJECTION with comments: Although Providence Terrace is not within the Conservation Area it is part of the Neighbourhood Plan’s Historic Centre character area. It is also listed as part of the Railway Complex in the appendix D of non-designated assets. This c19 terrace has architectural merit and all the properties have long narrow gardens running down to the station yard. The proposal is for a very small one bed flat with very little outside amenity space. It would be detrimental to the occupants and future occupants of 19 Providence Terrace by blocking access to the rear of the property and loss of parking opportunity.
