He also referred to discussions with Harborough DC about the lack of notices publicising the planning application by Wheatcrofts particularly for the housing estates on the opposite side of Saddington Road. He had not been able to get a satisfactory answer. Mr Hargrave also expressed his concern at HGVs coming through the Village and also parking up on the industrial estate often for long periods of time and on occasions with the engine running.

A resident from the Saddington Road area of the Village expressed his gratitude to the Parish Council for its efforts in helping to get the Persimmon planning application refused.
