3. To receive and consider financial details in respect of Street Lighting for Phases 4 & 5 at Swan’s Nest for Abel Homes.
A report from the Town Clerk detailing the options to be considered had been circulated to the Councillors earlier in the day.
The options were robustly discussed by the Councillors. The Town Clerk gave a historical explanation as there was some confusion about past negotiations. He also reiterated that street lighting and play areas were two separate items to be negotiated. The Play areas were to be discussed separately with the three chairs of Finance, Estates & Planning and then taken to Full Council to be signed off. A commuted sum of £2,500.00 per light had previously been discussed by the Council but Abel’s wanted to negotiate a lesser sum. It was established that Abel’s had reduced the lighting from 44 lights to 34 lights for phases 4 & 5, to a pedestrian standard.
Cllr Anscombe proposed to go ahead with the figure of no less than £2,500.00 per light. Cllr Edwards seconded.
